Commitment

The intern must be able to work Monday-Friday, 9:30 am-3:30 pm, for the duration of the program, as well as an orientation meeting at the end of July. Specific duties include: assisting teaching artists in working with students in the classroom and on field trips, helping organize supplies, helping supervise student attendance and lunch, helping put together a final yearbook of student work, and assisting with all aspects of the final student exhibition.

We are seeking an enthusiastic and energetic intern, who is passionate about arts education. The ideal candidate will have at least two years experience working with underprivileged youth, ideally teenagers, in a similar camp/after-school/classroom setting. Should have a strong background in the visual arts and comfort in a variety of media, including a working knowledge of Adobe Photoshop.
