Compensation for depreciation or damage for disturbance arising as a result of the coming into force of the order is payable under section 28 of the Highways Act 1980 (as amended by the Transport and Works Act 1992) which is copied with this notice.
Any representations about or objections to the order may be sent in writing to the Head of Engineering Services, Northgate House, Northgate, HALIFAX, HX1 1UN not later than 2 March 2009 and should state the grounds on which they are made.  Please quote reference ROW/SL/3.15.1 when making any such representation or objection.

If no such representations or objections are duly made, or if any so made are withdrawn, the Borough Council of Calderdale may confirm the order as an unopposed order.  If the order is sent to the Secretary of State for the Environment, Food and Rural Affairs for confirmation any representations and objections which have not been withdrawn will be sent with the order.
