PUBLIC PATH CREATION ORDER

HIGHWAYS ACT 1980

CALDERDALE METROPOLITAN BOROUGH COUNCIL

ORDER NO. 6, 2009
This order is made by Calderdale Metropolitan Borough Council (“the authority”) under section 26 of the Highways Act 1980 (“the 1980 Act”) because it appears to the authority that, having regard to the matters set out in section 26(1), there is a need for a public bridleway over the land to which this order relates, and that it is expedient that the bridleway should be created.

This Order is also made under section 53A(2) of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 (“the 1981 Act”) because it appears to the authority that the West Yorkshire Metropolitan County Council Modified Definitive Map and Statement require modification in consequence of the occurrence of an event specified in section 53(3)(a)(iii) of the 1981 Act, namely, the creation (as authorised by this Order) of a new right of way over land in the area to which the map relates, being a right of way such that the land over which the right subsists is a public bridleway.
BY THIS ORDER:

1 There shall be at the end of twenty eight days from the date of confirmation of this order a public bridleway over the land from Long Causeway, Mankinholes, to Rud Lane, Cragg Vale, via Langfield Common (following the route of part of public footpaths Todmorden 158, 168 and Hebden Royd 76, 79, 81, 82) described in Part 1 of the Schedule to this order and shown by a bold dotted line on the maps attached to this order.
2 The rights conferred on the public under this order shall be subject to the limitations and conditions set out in Part 2 of the Schedule.

SCHEDULE

PART 1
DESCRIPTION OF LAND

A bridleway 3 metres wide shown by a bold dotted line on the plans attached to this order and commencing at a junction with Long Causeway (bridleway Todmorden 167) at grid reference SD 9608 2314 (marked A on the plan) running east then northeast for a distance of 637 metres to a point at grid reference SD 9668 2322 (marked B on the plan), continuing south then southeast for a distance of 378 metres to a point at grid reference SD 9697 2307 (marked C on the plan), continuing south east for 241 metres to a point at grid reference SD 9715 2292 (marked D on the plan), continuing generally northeast for a distance of 363 metres to a point at grid reference SD 9746 2305 (marked E on the plan), continuing generally northeast for a distance of 236 metres to a point a grid reference SD 9767 2310 (marked F on the plan), continuing northeast for a distance of 82 metres to a point at grid reference SD 9774 2314 (marked G on the plan), continuing southeast for a distance of 228 metres to a point at grid reference SD 9787 2297 (marked H on the plan), continuing northeast then east for a distance of 567 metres to a point at grid reference SD 9830 2318 (marked I on the plan), continuing generally east for a distance of 254 metres to a point at grid reference SD 9855 2320 (marked J on the plan), continuing northeast for a distance of 152 metres to a point at grid reference SD 9868 2328 (marked K on the plan) and continuing generally east for a distance of 1135 metres to terminate at the adopted road (Church Bank Lane) at grid reference SD 9980 2321 (marked L on the plan).

LIMITATIONS AND CONDITIONS
1. A gate with a minimum width of 1.5 metres at grid reference SD 9697 2307 (marked C on the plan) installed to meet at least British Standard BS5709:2006.
2. A gate with a minimum width of 1.5 metres at grid reference SD 9746 2305 (marked E on the plan) installed to meet at least British Standard BS5709:2006. 
3. A gate with a minimum width of 1.5 metres at grid reference SD 9767 2310 (marked F on the plan) installed to meet at least British Standard BS5709:2006. 
4. A gap with a minimum width of 1.5 metres at grid reference SD 9830 2318 (marked I on the plan) to meet at least British Standard BS5709:2006.
5. A gate with a minimum width of 1.5 metres at grid reference SD 9855 2320 (marked J on the plan) installed to meet at least British Standard BS5709:2006.

6. A gate with a minimum width of 1.5 metres at grid reference SD 9868 2328 (marked K on the plan) installed to meet at least British Standard BS5709:2006.
