Your actions constitute deceptive trade practice trademark infringement under Section 32(1) of the
Lanham Act, 15 U.S.C. Section 1114(1), false designation of origin and false description under
Section 43(a) of the Lanham Act, 15 US.C. Section 1125(a), and trademark dilution under Section
43(c) of the Lanham Act, 15 US.C. Section 1125(c), and violate state trademark and dilution statutes
and common law principles of unfair competition and misappropriation.

In addition, Section 43(d) of the Lanham Act creates a cause of action against those who, with a
bad faith intent to profit from a trademark, register, use, or traffic in a domain name that is either
identical or confusingly similar to a trademark. See E. & J. Gallo Winery v. Spider Webs 14d., 286 F.3d
270 (5th Cir. 2002) (awarding $25,000 in damages under Section 43(d) of the Lanham Act against
the registrant of a domain name found to be confusingly similar to a distinctive mark); Pinehurst, Inc.
v. Wick, 256 F. Supp. 2d 424 (M.D.N.C. 2003) (awarding $50,000 in damages per domain name).
Infringers who register offending domain names after November 29, 1999, as you have, are subject
to statutory damages of up to $100,000. The NFL and NFLP have not hesitated to take actions
against registrants of domain names that incorporate marks of the NFL or its Member Clubs. See,
e.g., National Football I eague v. Miller, 99 Civ.11846 (S.DN.Y. June 7, 2000) (consent judgment entered
against the operator of “NFL Today” web site requiting return of the domain name and payment
of $10,000). In addition, the NFL and NFLP have successfully initiated several actions pursuant to
the procedures established by the Internet Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers
(“ICANN”) under its Uniform Domain Name Dispute Resolution Policy. Ses, ¢.g., NFL Properties
LIC and New York Jets LLC » Iink Commercial Corp., WIPO Case No. D2004-1087 (March 10, 2005)
(ordeting the transfer of the domain name nyjets.com); National Football L eague Properties, Inc. v. Rusty
Rahe, WIPO Case No. D2000-0128 (April 26, 2000) (ordering the transfer of various domain
names).

We therefore demand that you immediately cease all inappropriate use of all NFL Trademarks and
the domain name www.supetbowl2011dallas.com. We also demand that you transfer the domain
name www.supetbowl2011dallas.com to the NFL. Your prompt response is requited in order to
expedite a non-judicial tesolution of this matter. Therefore, please confirm your compliance with
our demand in wtiting by July 29, 2009, or we will be compelled to take further action. If you
would prefet to discuss this matter by telephone, please feel free to call me at (212) 450-2648.
