Shellac by Creative Nail Design
is classified as a soak-off gel, which
is gentler on the nails and easier to
apply than its predecessors.

Once applied, it’s cured by a UV
light. Nails are so hard, that pros,
such as Rhonda Hansford, do a
moisturizing paraffin dip after pol-
ishing.

The finish will last two shiny and
chip-free weeks. Shellac is available
at alimited number of salons and in
limited colors, but proponents say
it’s a time saver. “It’s great for peo-
ple who are more time-conscious,”
said Hansford. “They know it’s go-
ing to last and they won’t lose their
polish two or three days later.”

Shellac is about twice the price
of a traditional manicure, but most
local salons are offering it at $10
to $15 above the price of a regular
manicure. (Shellac has to be profes-
sionally removed, and there’s usu-
ally an additional fee of $10 to $25
for that.)
