THESIS: SOME 3-LETTER EDENIC WORDS ARE FROM TWO OVERLAPPING SUB-ROOTS    XY+YZ = XYZ 
If a word in Tanach has four or more root consonant letters, they are more obviously combinations of. words or the dominant parts of words that we might call sub-roots.    An example of this is the חלמיש K[H]aLaMeeYSH (flintstone, silex – Deuteronomy 8:15). This rock is struck to make fire.  The Het-Lamed-Mem is from הלם HaLahM,  to strike ; the Yod-Shin recalls  אשAiSH, fire. ) For pedants who require exact spellings, rather than echos of sound and sense – nothing will catch fire.)
But there are at least scores of three-letter words that display 2 overlapping two-letter sub-roots, rather than the more common three-letter Edenic word that features a two-letter sub-root plus one prefix or suffix letter. Simple examples of these 1+2 three-letter roots are the מ Mem-prefix letter in  מגןMaGeN (shield, that which   גןGahN, protects) and  מקלMaQeL (walking stick, that which allows  קלQahL, acceleration. Less known is the  מMem-prefix of the  מלאךMaLaKH (agent, angel) and theמלך  MeLeKH (king) – one who is made to לך  LeKH, go, and the other who is the executive go-maker.  
If 100 more of these three-letter “double root” words are found and deemed viable, this will become another important innovation of Edenics.
I had only previously heard the imperfect examples of  שמים SHahMaYim (sky) meaning  שם SHahM (there) [is]  מיםMaYiM (water), and   שמש SHeMeSH (sun) as the combination of   שם SHahM (there) [is]אש   AiSH (fire).   Only in 2/2010 in the Zohar did I come across another, better example of double roots.     שושנה SHOASHaNaH (lilly) was of  שש SHEeSH (six) petals, and in its life cycle it  שנה   SHeeNaH (changes) colors.    שושנה   SHOASHaNaH (lilly)  technically has five letters, but two are “weak,” so this so far is the closest I’ve seen to the Edenics treatment of  “Double Roots” in  three-letter words with no initial or final letter acting as a prefix or suffix.
In the Chinese campaign of late 2010 it was learned that Chinese vocab is largely built by Edenic sub-roots.
We begin with the two early and simple examples from the Edenics slide show (at www.edenics.org). Let us first dissect the Edenic dog and flower.   כלב KeLeBH (dog) is at the “LOBO” entry with other L-B canines, and פרח  PeRaK[H] (flower) is at the “FRUCITY” entry with other P-R and F-R fruits or botanical items.  At these entries  one sees 1) how KLB (dog) is a compound made up of two overlapping two-letter sub-roots.  First, there is  כל KoL or K-L (all) combined with L-BH  לב   LeBH or L-BH (heart – see “LOVE”).  The dog is the one animal famous for its loyalty, emotionality and courage.   Compare a dog to a  fickle, scairdy cat  if you need help understanding why only a dog is 
“all heart.” 

      Similarly,  פרח PeRaKH (flower) is the chemical combination of a פר P-R (or F-R) element (fruit, see “FRUIT”) plus a R-K[H]   element   RaYaK[H] (scent – see “REEK”).

Sure some shrubs smell nice too, but the quintessential botanical object of scent is the flower.

It is effective to see this graphically.  In the PowerPoint Edenic slide show there is a flower graphic and 

the Pey-Resh-Het of פרח PeRaKH (flower). One can see the פר Pey-Resh of words like PeRoT 

(fruit) being circled, and then the רח  Resh-Het  of  ריח RaYaK[H] ( smell).  REEK did not originally mean a bad smell.  It was about a smelled burning, much like a ריח RaYaK[H] (odor) that wafts in the רוח  ROOaK[H] (breeze, wind).
In the dog graphic for the Kahf-Lamed-Bhet כלב  KeLeBH (dog), first the Kaph-Lamed of  KoL (all) is encircled. Then the Lamed-Bhet of LeBH (heart) is isolated. In high school you saw sub-sets marked off this way.    In the slide show these 2 overlapping two-letter sub-root combinations are referred to by the formula XY + YZ = XYZ.   The chemical formula for the Edenic flower is PR + RK = PRK.  

פר  + רח   =  פרח .  The canine genome may be expressed formulaically as KL + LB = KLB.   

  כלב = כל + לב

Combining these two overlapping sub-roots, one must then ask oneself 1) how the dog was named, 

in only three letters,  “the creature who is all emotion?”  and 2) how the flower was named “the botanical, fruit-related  (all fruits  bare flowers) scent-giver” in just three letters!?   Was this by the evolved genius of a grunting, grooming gorilla,  or was this the INTELLIGENT DESIGN of a supra-human engineer of botany, zoology,  neurolinguistics, and all of the natural sciences?

אחד EKHahD  (number one) =    אח AKH  + חד  [K]HahD.   אח AKH   is an individual, a brother (Genesis 4:8) or countryman (Genesis 13:8).  Aleph, the first letter, is a natural “one” – see the entry with article “A”. To  see the single-pointed, thin, sharpness a fine focus of  Het-Dalet, see חד  [K]HahD at  “ACUTE.”

אפר [A]FahR (ashes) and    עפר  AyFeR (dust – both together in Genesis 18:27) give us fine examples of double roots. In both similar words,  the  פר Pey-Resh sub-root means the crumbled, tiny specks of the “FRIABLE” entry. פרורים PeyROORiM are crumbs. The אפ Aleph-Phey sub-root means nostrils, nose (Genesis 2:7); while the  עפ Ayin-Phey  sub-root means to fly (Genesis 1:20 – see “AVIATE”).   Ashes are burnt particles that mostly impact our sense of smell, while dust is flying particles.

גבר  Gimel-Bhet-Resh, GeBheR (man, warrior, hero – see “VIRILE” )  = Gimel-Bhet  + Bhet-Resh.

The   גב Gimel-Bhet element means being highגבה   and mighty, literally having the upper hand --  see “GIBBON.” 

The   בר Bet-Resh element of a male, a man of substance  אביר is seen at “BARON.”

גלש Gimel-Lamed-Shin, GaLaSH (to slide, glide, ski – see “GLISSADE”) = Gimel-Lamed + Lamed-Shin.     גלל  GaLaL is to roll (Genesis 29:3).  Now let’s analyse to לש/L-S words.  לשד  LiSHaD is juice or sap (Psalms 32:4); לשון    LaSHOAN is a tongue (Judges 7:5)    or that which makes slick, smooth and wet. A reconstructed Indo-European “root” for Slimy and Slippery words is slei.

    Reverse SL for LS and our Lamed-Shin sub-root.  Does “rolling” + “wet” have to do with skiing?

דגל DeGeL (flag, pennant with tribal symbol – Numbers 2:3) is made up of two sub-roots. A דגל DeGeL,   flag, is like a waving fish (דג DahG – see “GADOID”) in a גל  (wave)  gale of wind – see “GALE.”

   חבל Het-Bhet-Resh, [K]HaBHeL (a rope  - see “HOBBLE”)  has two sub-roots that are treated at length in the  E-Word CD Dictionary. The XY element or first root in our XY + YZ = XYZ formula is Het-Bhet.  חב [K]HOABH is a debt- like  relationship tying the debtor to the lender -- as seen at the “OWE” entry.  The   חבר[K]HaBHeR (friend) is bound as with a rope or חבל  [K]HeBHeL  (rope --see “CABLE”)  with hisחבק  [K]HaBHaQ (hug –see :HUG”) of  חבה [K]HeeBaH (love).  

The YZ element, or second sub-root  ( בל   /BL ) in the formula is seen at “BALL.”  Edenic words containing the subroot Bet/Bhet-Lamed imply a mixing of elements:   גבול G’BHooL is a border between two countries;  חבל [K]HeBHeL, a string, is threads twisted together -- (GeBHeL, braid, and KeBHeL, strong rope, are taken up at “CABLE”) ;טבל  DTeBHeL is to immerse one thing in another – see “DIP;” יבל YaBHahL is a stream of flowing waters, מבול  MaBHooL (the flood of Genesis) was a cataclysmic geological mixture of biblical proportions, where the dryness and seas mixed ; the נבל NaBHaL is  a churl who lacks propriety, an impious fool who mixes the sacred and profane (Isaiah 32:5 – see “VILE;” נבל  NaBHaL is also a lyre (Psalms 150:3, on which, like a harp, notes are mixed -- rather than  the plucking of single notes ; SH’BHeeYL is a path that links different areas (Psalms 77:20).

חבית [K]Ha[V]eeYT =  ח-ב K[H]-Bhet +  ב-ת Bet-Tahf.  The י  Yod, a “weak” letter, doesn’t count.  

חבית [K]Ha[V]eeYT  is a barrel or cask  It comes from Aramaic חבתא [K]Ha[V]iTAh and Arabic habiya but is traced to Edenic חבא [K]HaBAh, to hide, cover – Genesis 3:8,10.  בת BahT is a liquid measure (I Kings 7:26), Anglicized as a “BATH.  It also means a large cask.  חב Het-Bhet + בת Bet-Tahf = חבית  [K]Ha[V]eeYT, a barrel, cask  or VAT.
A  חבל  K[H]aBHoaL (pledge -- Ezekiel 18:7) binds lender and borrower. The first ח-ב  Het-Bhet element is in  חוב K[H]OABH (debt -- see "OWE"), while the ב-ל Bet-Lamed theme of mixing is found at "BALL."  [CABLE, CAPILLARY]
חבש K[H]aBHahSH is  to swaddle, bind a turban, or bandage a wound – Exodus 29:9.  

1) The  ב-ח  Het-Bhet sub-root means “held close,” as in חבק  K[H]aBHahQ (hug – see “HOG”). The ב-ח  Het-Bhet sub-root meaning is taken up at “OWE.”

  2)   The ב-ש Bet-Shin sub-root here means “clothes.”  It is the second of two sub-roots in  חבש K[H]aBHahSH ( to swaddle, bind a turban, or bandage a wound).  ב-ח  Het-Bhet plus ב-ש Bet- Shin add up to   חבש K[H]aBHahSH. 
     חמץ =  חם K[H]-M +  מץM-TS .  Jews search for     חמץ K[H]aMeTS, leavening, before Passover, but this Het-Mem-Tsadi word deserves some  re-search.   The first two root letters, Het-Mem, as in חם K[H]aM, mean “heat” - -  see “CALM” and “AMITY.” 

 The second and third root consonant is מץ Mem-Tsadi, as in  מיץ MeeYTS (juice extract – see “MOIST.”)  Two of  the principal halachic or legal ways for  grain to become  prohibited Hametz or fermented leavening involves 1) heat (not just  baking, but even heated by the  sun), and  2) moisture (even concerning standing grain and natural rainwater).  See לחם   LeK[H]eM (bread) below.  
חנף  K[H]a NeF, (flatterer, seducer, hypocrite -- Isaiah 9:16) is one who tries to blow up or magnify a positive, likeable  veneer.   The  ח-נ  Het-Noon element  is the  חן  K[H]eN   grace or charm that this faker lusts after ( נאף Noon-Alef-Phey), or is blowing the coals of (  נפח Noon-Phey-Het) or fanning and waving ( נוף Noon-Vav-Phey). א, פ, ו Aleph, Phey or Vav are "weak" letters that help round out the theme of the    נ-פ Noon-Phey, second element.
חסד  K[H]e$eD = kindness (Genesis 21:23 -- see "CHASTE) חס Het-Samekh  +  סד Samekh-Dalet.

 1.  חוס K[H]OO$, to spare, pity have mercy (Deuteronomy 7:16)  +  יסד  Yee$ahD to found, establish, (I Kings 5:3)  thus Samekh-Dalet words of establishments or that which has been set up. 
Thus חסד  K[H]e$eD  is the  establishment of pitying.
חפש  K[H]oaPHeSH is an “outspread covering” (Harkavy) as for horseback riding (Ezekiel 27:20).  The first sub-root is the  ח-פ  Het-Phey seen in  חפא K[H]aPHAh (to cover – II Kings 17:9), later, a cover or case;  חופה  K[H]OOPaH or  חפה K[H]ooPaH (canopy, a bridal canopy in Joel 2:16);  and  חפהK[H]aPHaH, to cover or veil.

  The second sub-root here is seen in פשה PaSaH (to spread – Leviticus 13:5).

Joined with the Het-Shin  ח-ש sub-root of quick instinct,  חשב  K[H]oaSHaiBH (to think), = hasty intuition plus mulling over the idea thoroughly, deliberating deliberately.
חשק [K]HaSHahQ is to desire (I Kings 9:19;   חשק [K]HaySHeQ  is a noun of desire  (Isaiah 21:4).  
Aח-ש   Het-Shin element of emotion may be combined with a  ש-ק Shin-Koof element of want.   חוש [K]OOSH means impulse and appetite (Harkavy – Job 20:2).  שקק SHaQahQ is to feel greed or thirst (Psalms 107:9).   

      טחן Tet-Het-Noon,   dental-guttural + guttural-nasal =  dental-guttural-nasal. 

       טחן  DTaK[H]aN is to mill, grind, pulverize or chew.. Moses "ground the golden calf to powder" in    Exodus 32:20. The first sub-root is dental-guttural.  דק DahQ means “fine, very small – Exodus 16:14.              דקק DaQaQ is the verb of crushing into  fine particles – see “TALCOM POWDER”.
The second, guttural-nasal sub-root is seen at the “GNAW”  entry.  There, one sees the biting bug of the ten plagues,  the  כן KaiN (louse – Exodus 8:12).  There are also Hebrew, Aramaic and Arabic N-G words of biting.  Remembering how the versatileח  Het can also go silent, the biting and chewing goes well with the earlier crushing to make    טחן  DTaK[H]aN  a fine root for tooth and DENTAL words --  see “TINE.”

1.  כסא KeSEh (Proverbs 7:20) ה  כס Ke$eH  (Psalms 81:4) are about appointments and the silvery moon.
2.  אסף A$aF is about gathering, accumulating (Genesis 29:7) – see “SAVE.”
כתב  K’TaBH means writing (Exodus 34:1).  K’TaBH is a combination of two roots that means making Hebrew words, or cutting out rectangles. כת , the KT element, infers cutting or engraving. (See the “CUT” entry, where  Aramaic  כת KahT is a sect, a special group cut away from others, and where several guttural-denatl words are CUT terms).  The second,  תב T-BH element is seen in תבה  TayBHaH,  a box, ark or word.   This illustrates  the box-like or rectangular shape of Hebrew letters.    The boxy Hebrew letters were first cut or engraved into stone before pen-and-ink technology was invented. Scientists now agree that literacy began in the Middle East. It is not surprising that the word for writing should be about (1) cutting (2) words.
לחך LAK[H]aKH (to lick - Numbers 22:4) is in the entry “LICK.”  The Edenic liquid-guttural-guttural compound may be seen as a combining of two shorter elements or sub-roots:  לח LahK[H] means moisture  (Numbers 6:3 --- see “LIQUID”),  and חך  K[H]aiKH means "palate" (Songs 7:10).  
לחם   LeK[H]eM is bread, food  (Exodus 25:30).  1) לח LahK[H] means moisture  (Numbers 6:3 --- see “LIQUID”).  2)  חם Het-Mem is heat (Genesis 18:1).  Bread requires the baking of moist dough.
  See   חמץ  K[H]aMeTS (leavening, like bread, above.) 
  מיץMeeYTZ, EXTRACT, juice (of fruit), has a מ-י  Mem-Yod water  element  combined with  a  י-ץ  Yod- Tsadi “outside” element.    The מ-י  Mem-Yod element  brings the  מים  MaYiM, water, to the word . See MaYAh, Aramaic water, and more at  "MIAMI" and "MOIST."   The   י-ץ  Yod- Tsadi “outside” element  is seen in יצאYayTSAy is to go out, depart or expire.  See "EXIT."     מיץ  MeeYTZ is thus about water or liquid going out.

The swing or middle letter here ,  י Yod, is a "weak letter" so we should note מצה MaTSaH ,  to drink or wring out.

מרד MeReD is a rebellion (Genesis 14:4), as a revolution or mutiny is an  a) מר M-R  bitter  (see “MOROSE”)  movement aimed at b) רד R-D  (see “ROOT”) bringing down the power structure. 
נחם   NaK[H]aM is to console oneself, to be comforted (Genesis 38:12). 
1)  נח Noon-Het is to rest (Exodus 23:12), cease (I Samuel 25:9) and to appease or calm down (Ezekiel 5:13). 
2)  חם Het-Mem is heat (Genesis 18:1) and  חמה  K[H]aiMaH is  hot anger (Deuteronomy 29:28).  Consolation is a cooling down.  (Or, is the warmth seen in other  חם Het-Mem words.) 

So,   Noon-Het + Het-Mem = נחם   NaK[H]aM.
 נדף  NaDaF is to drive away, to disperse, as chaff, smoke or a leaf in the wind (Leviticus 26:26).

The first,  נד  N-D element is the movement and removal of נדה   NaDaH (II Kings 17:21) and the  
  נדN-D wandering of the banished קין   Cain (Genesis 4:12). The second,   ד-ף D-F element is seen in    דחףDa[K]HaF (to drive on, impel with haste – Esther 3:15).  Together, נדף NaDaF is not an orderly retreat or simply a hasty one, but one of panicky scattering.
נקבה    NiQaiBHaH means female.  Why?  Observe its two sub-roots: נק N-Q and   קבQ-BH.  Add the Koof-Bet or Bhet sub-root  of CAVITITES (especially the  קבה QoaBHaH or womb --  see “CAVITY”) with the Noon-Koof sub-root of crevices  (seeנקיק  NiQeeYQ, cleft, at “NOOK”), and you can see why נקבה    NiQaiBHaH means female.  In electronics, a wall socket is female.

   The fragrant  סמדר $MaDaR, (blossom – Songs  7:13) should be a combination  of סם Samekh-Mem (spices, aronmatics) +  דרD-R (release), as reversed in דרור DROAR  (freedom, release – Leviticus 25:19.)   See “SIMULATION.”

סרב $aRahBH is rebellious (Ezekiel 2:6). The  סר Samekh-Resh/$R links it to סרר $oReR   (perverted, rebellious) and to the Samekh-Vav-Resh of  סור $OOR (turning aside, pervertion).  See “SWERVE.” Toסר   Samekh-Resh/$R divergence we add רב  RahBH (a lot – see “RIFE”) to get the increased intensity of rebellion.

עדר  [A]iDeR or GHaiDeR is dissectable into two meaning elements (as are all three-letter Hebrew roots without a functioning prefix or suffix first or third letter). 

1) The  ע-ד Ayin-Dalet element, as in  עדה [A]iDaH or GHaiDaH means (assembly, community)

2)  The  ד-ר Dalet-Resh (DR) element  involves  דר  DahR is to live, dwell. 
 Herd animals live in a comminity  עדה  ([A]-D or H-D) .

עזר  [O]ZeR  means to help or aid – see “AUXILARRY.”  The two 2-letter roots behind  עזר    Ayin-Zayin-Resh are   עז [O]aZ (strength – Genesis 49:3) and   זר  ZahR (foreign, someone else – Proverbs 27:2).   Assistance means outside strength. 
 עצל [A]TSahL is idle, slothful (Judges 18:9) and עצל  [A]TSeL is a sluggard (Proverbs 6:6). See “LAZY.”   Instead of making hay while the sun shines, he 1.  עצה  [A]TSaH (shuts down  -- Proverbs 16:30) in the protective shade  2.  צל  TSeL (Numbers 14:9).
עצם   [E]TSeM  The Biblical "[E]TSeM of the day" (essential, middle part of the day) speaks of both a small, select time, and a significant part.  Both are evident when dividing  עצם   [E]TSeM  into its sub-roots.  צם  Tsadi-Mem/TS-M  means SMall, shrunken (SMALL shares the fricative-nasal with TOM Thumb).  

 עצ  [E]TS means "tree" in the sense of its trunk or STEM, its wooden core. Not its roots, branches or fruits.  So, the Torah phrase  "bone of the day" refers to  the brief but core part of the day, when the extraordinary events were visible to many.   See “ESSENCE” and “OSTEOMA.” 

עשן  [A]SHahN (Genesis 15:17).      Edenic smoke is from  two elements: 

1)  עשש  [A[SHaSH  (to decay, or to be consumed – Psalms 6:8, 31:11 and 2)    שנה SHaNaH, change (I Kings 14:2 – see “CHANGE.”   Smoke signifies chemical change, whether  by burning fire or decay.

פגש  PaGaSH, to encounter, meet (Genesis 33:8), joins the פ-ג Pey-Gimel sub-root of “chancing upon” (see “GAFFE”) with the  ג-ש Gimel-Shin sub-root of  “approaching” seen at “GEISHA.”

פזז  PeeZaiZ is to showily leap, jump or dance (II Samuel 6:16). 

1)  פחז Pa[K]HahZ (“to leap, run, hasten”)or the “wantonness” of Jeremiah 23:32 , 

2)    Harkavy defines  זוז  ZOOZ  as “to be prominent.“  These combines well   to describe the public athleticism of  פזז  PeeZaiZ.     [PIZAZZ]   . 
פרע Pey-Resh-Ayin (unruly, riotous – see “FREAK”) is 1) the  פר Pey-Resh sub-root of spreading and breaking out seen in words like  פרד   PaRaD (to spread, see “SPREAD”) and פרץ  PaRaTS (to break forth, breach, see “BURST”), with  2) the רע Resh-Ayin of bad behavior seen at “WRONG.”
  פרץPaRaTS, Pey-Resh Tsadi, means to break through rapidly, the source of words like BURST, BREECH, FIRST, PRESTO and the nasalized Spanish pronto.  In Genesis 38:29 baby Paretz earns his name by a bursting, breeching first birth, even though his twin brother seemed to be the firstborn. 
 The פר Pey-Resh sub-root is all about breaking down and separating from, as seen in  פרורPeROOR (crumb – see “FRAY” and other FRIABLE fragments, even  אפר AyPHeR (ashes) and  עפר [A]PHahR (dust).
The  רץResh-Tsadi, second two-letter sub-root, means to run, and is the source of RUSH.  Joseph

was RUSHED out (Resh-Tsadi) out of prison to meet Pharoah in Genesis 41:14.  מרוץ MayROATS is a running RACE (Ecclesiastes 9:11).  See “ROTATE.”

 פר Pey-Resh + רץ Resh-Tsadi, therefore, adds up to 1) breaking in a 2) hurry, as in bursting.

פתאום  Pee(S)OWM (suddenly, Numbers 12:4) combines a P-T element from Pey-Sahf “opening”  words like  פת Poa(S),   פתעPe(S)[A]h (opening of the eyes, twinkling, thus a moment – Numbers 35:22) and פתח  Pa(SA)a[K]H, with  the   ת-ם Sahf-Mem root of astonishment of  תמה (S)aMahH, see SMIRK.”   
 צדקTSeDeQ, Tsadi-Dalet-Koof, means justice.   1)  צד Tsadi-Dalet forms the word TSaD (side – see “SIDE.” )

2)דק  Dalet-Koof is the word that means “finely ground,” worked over diligently, as in  דיק DeeYaiQ, exact (see “TACTICITIAN.”)  Edenic “justice” or  צדקTsadi-Dalet-Koof, is therefore the pursuit of exact precision in determining the right verdict between “sides” or plaintiffs.
 More at “SYNDICATION.”   As a formula, TS-D-Q = TS-D + DQ 

צמר TSeMeR means wool (Leviticus 13:47)  

from  the    צ-מTsadi-Mem of  צמח TSOMAH (to spout hair  -- Leviticus 13:37; to grow – see  “SUMAC”) +  the  מ-ר Mem-Resh   of  מרא  EeMahR (lamb – Jewish Aramaic of Ezra 6:9).

צפון         
TSaPHOAN, Tsadi-Phey-Noon, means north.  It can be divided by 1) צפ Tsadi-Phey and 2)  פנ Pey-Noon.  The Tsadi-Phey molecule in the TSaPHOAN chemical compound has its own meaning, appearing in words meaning to float or to overlay.  The Tsadi-Pey phoneme as a separate wordצף   TSahPH  means  to float atop or just TOP, while צפה ,Tsadi-Pey-Hey, is a verb or noun of putting a cover or layer on top, or a covering or top --  see “TOP.” 

  The פנ Pey-Noon element indicates pointing, a direction. פנה  PaNaH is to turn to of from.The large PN Pointer Family is seen both at the “POINT”  entry,  and is fully charted in the Chapter Eight of The Origin of Speeches on word families.  Even if you do not know Biblical words

 like צפוי TSaPHOOY (an overlay or coat … as with gold)  andפנה   PaNaH (to turn to, point towards), once you see what they mean and how they combine  you probably can hear English words like TOP and POINT.  You can then go  back to  צפון TSaPHOAN and add up the molecules of meaning.  This makes  צפון  TSaP HOAN (north) “the top pointer.”

TS-PH-N = TS-PH + PH-N 

צפון Tsadi-Pey-Noon  TSaPHOAN ( north – see above)  and  צפון TSaPHOON  (concealed) display similar, modular construction.  Both have dou ble roots (XY + YZ = XYZ), using different nuances of  צפ  Tsadi-Pey (TOP) and  פנ  Pey-Noon  (directional words -- see “POINT”).   a)   (see above). צפון   TSaPHOAN,  north, XYZ, is XY,  the  צפ TOPMOST ,  +  YZ, פנ  POINTER or compass.  So, צפון   TSaPHOAN,  north, is the Edenic way of indicating “top pointer.”    b)  צפון TSaPHOON, concealed, XYZ, is XY, the צפ TOPPING or coating, concealing the YZ, פנ PANE or surface. So, צפון TSaPHOON, concealed , is the Edenic way  of indicating “hidden under a covered surface.”

קבר QeBHeR =  Grave.    1) The first sub-root is ק-ב   Koof-Bhet, and the

 2) second is ב-ר  Bhet-Resh.

1) Occurs in CAVities and VACuums like קבה QaiBHaH (stomach), נקב NeQeBH (indentation),  נקבה  NiQaiVaH (female) and  יקב YeQeBH (a wine cellar).

2) Is found in בור BOAR, a pit, like the English noun and verb BORE. 

A   קבר QeBHeR (grave) , then, is that which is hollowed out in the size of a pit.
קצף   QaTSaPH (to cut or pluck off; a splinter or fragment of wood, etc – Hosea 10:7) is different than  קצץ QaTSaTS (to cut into pieces – Exodus 39:3).  The many guttural-dental CUT words, and sub-roots, are below and at the “CUT” entry.  קצף QaTSahPH, is a cutting at the TOP, from the  2nd,    צף Tasdi-Pey sub-root. צפה TSaPHaH is to cover, overlay, coat, float above… in other words: TOP.   See “TOP.” 
קרום QROOM (crust, skin, membrane). The   ק-ר KR element means "hard"- see "UNICORN."  Besides the hard horniness of  QeReN, horn, the coagulation of CREAM speaks to קר QahR (cold) and  קרח QeRaK[H] (ice) .  The second,ר-ם      RM element means "raised up'" - see "RUM."

רחם RaK[H]aM is a womb (Genesis 49:25), and רחם RaK[H]eM is to have mercy and compassion (Genesis 43:30). Famously, it is said that humans only have compassion because of the womb, and the woman’s maternal instinct.  See ”MERCY.”   1)    Resh-Khaf (close to Resh-Het) is weak, tender, said of young children and cattle – Genesis 33:13.  2)  חם Het-Mem is heat, passion and warm compassion seen at “AMITY.”   Even as literal heat (see “CALM”), the womb is a place to keep the vulnerable embryo warm. And passionate care for the weak is compassion.  
רחף Ra[K]HaiPH  (to hover – Genesis 1:2) shares a Resh-Het with רחם RaK[H]eM, to have mercy (I Kings 8:50) .   This compassionate HOVERING-over-birdlings theme is expressed in the double-root found in  רחף Ra[K]HaiPH.  While Resh-Het only sounds like Resh-Khaf, the first root is like רך RaKH, weak… a young child (see “WEAK”).  The second, Het-Phey sub-root, means “covering.”  חפף [K]HaPHahPH is to cover, protect, shield (Deuteronomy 33:12).  
   רצפה  RiTSPaH, pavement ( II Chronicles 7:3) =  a. R-TS +  b. TS-P
We know from Aramaic, Syriac and Arabic that Resh-Tsadi-Peh is about inlaying stones to pave a walkway.
a. ר-צ   means to run, it gives the traction to   ארץAReTS, ground -- see "EARTH"
b,צפה    is to cover or overlay -- see  "TOP".
שביל SH'BHeeeYL,is  a path [SWALLOW]. ש-ב Shin-Bet appears in שוב  SHOOBH, to return.  ב-ל Bet-Lamed appears in  בלה BaLaH, to wear out – see “WEAR.” So, the footpath, the שביל SH'BHeeYL is that which is WORN by RETURN trips.  

   שבר Sa[V]aR with a Sin seems to infer careful consideration. The Biblical Aramaic and the Syriac are spelled with a Samech,   סבר $i[V]aR,  and  mean thinking, supposing and having an opinion (Daniel 7:5) . 
There is also a difference between the kinds of “thinking” in the two spellings when a double root is considered. The second, ב-ר  Bet-Resh element suggests an ultimate clarity: ברור    BaROOR (lucid)  and ברי  BaReeY (certainly) – see “PURE” and “VERY.”  The “thinking” stage, before this clarity, is either   ש-ב
Shin-Bhet returning, repenting, or doing away with [alternatives]  -- see “SABBATICAL” 

 or  ס-ב Samech-Bhet turning [thoughts] around – see “SWIVEL.”
שבת SHaBaT, Shin-Bet-Tahf, is the Bible’s sacred sabbatical, the origin of the weekend.  After a שבוע SHaBHOO[A]h (week) of שבע SHeBH[A]h seven days, we can  שב SHahBH return to being truly human,  a creation not a creator, when not busily scrambling for a living on the Sabbath. We also reconnect with family.   שבת SHaBahT is to rest.;   ישבYaSHahBH is to sit.  Shin-Vav-Bhet means  to reunite (Genesis 43:18; the Vav in SHOOBH is a “weak” letter.  The sometimes-vowel  Yod is likewise neglibable in the next word.  בית Bet-Tahf is the BaYiT,  home (both the common “house” and in Exodus  1:21 “household” (JPS) or family.  So SHaBaT,  Shin-Bet +  Bet-Tahf can mean

שחור    SHaK[H]OAR (black) =  שח Shin-Het (sunken) +  אורAleph-Vav-Resh (light).   [Rafi]

שכן      The two elements of שכן SHaKHaN   (to dwell) , S-K and K-N,  establish the Double Root.    First, there is the  כ-ש Shin-Khaf of  שך    SoaKH  (“enclosure, dwelling”—Harkavy -- Lamentations 2:6) , second there is the  Khaf-Noon  of  כון  KOON (to establish, Numbers   21: 27),   These combine to make SKN, source of  ESCONCE,   sound cozy, safe and settled.
The S-K  and K-N elements are enlarged with sound-alikes at  “ENSCONCE.”  These include  סכך $aKHaKH ( to cover)  and  חנה [K]HaNaH,  to encamp, incline or settle.
   The    שכינה     SHiKHeeYNaH (the Divine Presence embedded in the   משכן  MiSHKahN (Tabernacle) and Temple may be said to be an enclosed dwelling, a nesting and embedded force within sacred space. 
 שלט  SHeLeDT is a "shield" in II Samuel 8:7 and II Chronicles 23:9.

We can take apart Shin-Lamed and Lamed-Tet to try to get a meaning to add up.  For Shin-Lamed there is:  שלה  Shin-Lamed-Hey (to be secure – Jeremiah 12:1), שלו SHaLahV (to be at rest – Job 3:26), שלו  SHaLaiV (tranquil – Jeremiah 49:31),  שלוה SHaLVaH (tranquility, ease – Proverbs 1:32) and  שלום SHaLOAM (well-being, safety – Exodus 18:7). שלי  SHiLeeY is rest, quiest – II Samuel 3:27.  See “SALVATION.”  
 A Lamed-Tet  לט L-DT  sub-root of defensive words emerges when considering  לוט LOOT ( to cover, conceal –  I Samuel 21:10), לוט LOAT (a cover, veil – Isaiah 25:7)   פלט  PLaDT (to be saved, to escape – Ezekiel 7:16),   פליט  PaLeeYDT (refugee, fugitive, escapee – Genesis 14:13) and the person of לוט  LOADT (Abraham's nephew).  Lot is rescued from the Biblical world war (Genesis 14) and is a shielded escapee from the destruction of Sodom (Genesis 18).  See “LID”. 
שמש S(H)eMeSH is the sun (Deuteronomy 4:41). It can be broken down to שם  SHahM  (there – Genesis 2:12) +  אשAiSH (fire – see “ASIA”) or “fire is there.”  See “SUN.”
In the same way,   SHaMaYiM (heavens – Genesis 1:1) can mean “there is water,” 

The above two were the only commonly known instances of Double Roots.
   שפל   SHaFahL (lowly, see “SIMPLE”)  =  1.  ש-פ  Shin-Phey + 2.  פ-ל Phey-Lamed.  
1. שפי SHiFeeY ( height ), 2.  נפל NaFahL (to fall – see “FALL”).

Lowly is that which has fallen from a height. 
שריקה SHiReeYQaH  (whistling – Judges 5:16) =  שיר SHeeYR, song (see “SIREN”) + ריקה  RaYQaH (empty – Genesis 37:24)

      As whistling lacks the lyrics and harmony of song; it carries the mere melodic line of song.

שתם  SHahTahM (to close, shut out) combines the  ש-ת Shin-Tahf of "SET" 
with the ת-ם   Tahf-Mem of completion (see "TIME").

 Thus  Edenic "closing" is setting completion.. [SHUT]
תולעה TOAL[A]yaH  is a worm (Isaiah 14:11).  To see why this worm is more accurately translated as a caterpillar which dangles from a filament, note the  ת-ל T-L element. תלה   ToaLeH means to suspend  ( Job 26:7). See  “ATLAS.”  The second,  לע  Lamed-Ayin element, means chewing (YJS) . לוע  Lamed-Vav-Ayin  means a jaw, speaking rashly (jawing) or chewing/swallowing (Proverbs 20:25). 

Adding the two elements for another double-root,  the תולעה  TOAL[A]yaH (caterpillar) is the “suspended chewer.”
תנור TaNOOR, oven, is extended heat, light and burning. נ-ר  Noon-Resh means light, heat or burning [MINARET].  Emitting much light, heat and fire is the תנור TaNOOR, oven (Genesis 15:17). As a sub-root combining with Noon-Resh, Tahf-Noon, as in  תנה  TaNaH is “to extend” (Psalms 8:2). Elsewhere, the TN sound has the sense of abiding, or being contained in a large receptacle [TON.]
תפר TaPHahR, to stitch or sew together,  is the grabbing hold of that which has  been torn or frayed  (see “FRIABLE.”) .  ת-פ   Tahf-Phey is the “grabbing hold, ” first sub-root of  תפר TaPHahR, to sew together.  See תפש TaPHaS, later  תפס TaPHa$ (to grab) at  “THIEF.”  The second sub-root is  the  PHey-Resh,  פרורים PeROORiM  or crumbs, pieces, or, reversing פ-ר  P-R,  the shards that have been  טרף  DTaRaF (torn or ripped apart)  – see “TROPHY.”
תפר ת-פ   Tahf-Phey is the “grabbing TaPHahR, to stitch or sew together,  is the grabbing hold of that which has  been torn or FRAYED.  hold, ” first sub-root of  תפר TaPHahR, to sew together. See “THIEF.”  The second sub-root is our  PHey-Resh,  פרורים PeROORiM  or crumbs, pieces, or, reversing פ-ר  P-R,  the shards that have been  טרף  DTaRaF (torn or ripped apart)  – see “TROPHY.”
נחם   NaK[H]aM is to console oneself, to be comforted (Genesis 38:12). 

1)  נח Noon-Het is to rest (Exodus 23:12), cease (I Samuel 25:9) and to appease or calm down (Ezekiel 5:13). 
2)  חם Het-Mem is heat (Genesis 18:1) and  חמה  K[H]aiMaH is  hot anger (Deuteronomy 29:28).  Consolation is a cooling down.  (Or, is the warmth seen in other  חם Het-Mem words.) 

So,   Noon-Het + Het-Mem = נחם   NaK[H]aM.
