Parliamentary Boundary Commission for England Consultation – Greater Manchester
I wish to object in the strongest possible terms about the proposals for Salford.  
The proposals as detailed are fundamentally flawed, taking no account of established communities, historic and local ties or linkages within the City of Salford.
The removal of:
Salford University
Salford Royal hospital
Salford Quays
Salford Cathedral and 
Salford Shopping City precinct

to a Manchester named and based constituency is both insulting to the people of the City of Salford, who have a strong civic identity and pride as Salfordians, NOT Mancunians, and is also nonsensical in the way it rips apart established communities.  It is outrageous that the City of Salford (a City since 1926), with a Charter establishing Salford as a Free Borough since 1230, will be without a Member of Parliament representing the City of Salford as a constituency under these proposals.

In fact the City will be split between four MPs in constituencies covering four different local authorities (Salford, Manchester, Wigan and Bolton). 

Whilst the proposals may meet numerical thresholds, it would appear that that is all they do.  Whilst the towns of Eccles and Swinton have strong local identities they also have a proud heritage of being part of the City of Salford.  Local communities will be torn asunder by these proposals.

There are clearly better alternatives to these proposals which will meet the numerical requirements of the review, at the same time preserving Parliamentary representation for the City of Salford and maintaining local communities and the historic and local ties that are so important.  

I strongly urge you to reconsider your ill-conceived proposals and to present amended proposals that continue the proud heritage of our great City, preserve established communities and deliver proper democratic representation for Salford rather than a computer generated constituency map for England.
