Students put orange pulp on a paper towel with salt and baking soda 
mixture.  This is bundled into a pouch and taped shut.

Students use cotton and alcohol to clean the inside and outside of orange.

Students fill the orange with a salt and baking soda mixture.

Wired oranges and apples are placed in plastic container and sprinkled 
with a 
salt and baking soda mixture.
