Mummification Historical Comic Strip

Your task is to create an historical comic strip about the mummification process used in Ancient Egypt.  

Audience and Purpose:  The purpose of this comic strip is to explain to younger students (such as 5th graders) the process and purpose of mummification used in Ancient Egypt.  Your job is to teach this in an interesting way so that younger students will understand and remember it.

Your comic strip should:

1.  Reveal your understanding of the following aspects of Ancient Egypt


•What were the steps in mummification?


•Who performed the steps?


•What was the purpose of each step in the process?


•How long did each step take?


•What was the purpose of mummification for Ancient Egyptians?

2.  Show the process and purpose of mummification in a clear and accurate sequence

You may have as many panels in your comic strip as you want, but the sequence must be correct.

3.  Authentically show what it was like in Ancient Egypt

The characters’ appearance and the scenery should be as realistic as possible.

4.  Make it look like an actual comic strip

Your drawing ability is not important in this task.  What is important is how well you understand the process and purpose of mummification.  Stick figures are okay; however, please use cartoonists’ devices to show what you know about the event.
