Statement
At a meeting convened on the 25th January 2011 the English Constituency members of the British parliament declared their intention under a law of 1707 to declare independence from the territories of Scotland Ireland and Wales. This was ratified by a 2/3 majority as required under the laws provisions and therefore from midnight tonight England will become an independent nation. Full independence will be from 1st January 2015. Negotiations between  the other nations and the English Parliament will commence as from Midnight today as we enter a period of transition.
As future citizens you must make an important first step today, as part of the negotiations all nations will need to know the proposed population of Scotland, Wales, Ireland and England. Therefore you are asked  to indicate your preference as to nationality. 
We would like to state that holding an English passport may not prevent you from also holding a Scottish, Welsh or Irish Passport, this will be up to those nations governments.
