The GAIO logo is the most prominent
image that represents the brand. Typeface
within the logo is Albertus MT Std. The
abstract visual elements represent air

and leaves. Each leaf is has a different
shape. The color transitions from blue

to green representing both air and
environmentalism. More information

on color used can be found in the Color
Palette Chapter on page 12.

Black and white versions

of the logo are available

for use. Always use the
colored version when

possible.
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It is necessary to have a certain amount of
space around the logo and other elements
to keep a strong visual identity. This

defined space should always be observed.

X is equivalent to the height of the logo.
