Lesson 7: The Principles of Prayer to Keep Us on Track

I.	 Contrasting hypocrisy with authenticity: Prayer is not to be used to mask hidden agendas 
driven by illegitimate motives (cp. Matthew 23:14)—Matthew 6:5.

II.	 Contrasting publicity with privacy: Prayer is normally best exercised privately— 
Matthew 6:6.

III.	 Contrasting verbosity with simplicity: Prayer should not include empty repetition, but 
carefully chosen words—Matthew 6:7–8.
