Lesson 42: Jesus’ Testimony and Peter’s Denials—John 18:12–27
Tom Rodgers, Lead Pastor

I.	 The dramatic plot with Jesus—part I: The combined group of Roman and Sanhedrin 
militia seized the Lamb of God and led Him to Annas, who was the religious godfather of 
Judaism (cp. John 11:47–52)—John 18:12–14.

II.	 The dramatic plot with Peter—part I: Peter denounced any personal association with Jesus 
of Nazareth to a young female gate keeper in the courtyard of the high priests’ residence—
John 18:15–18.

III.	 The dramatic plot with Jesus—part II: Annas sent Jesus to his son-in-law and the official 
high priest Caiaphas after failing to find any legitimate charge against Him—John 18:19–24.

IV.	 The dramatic plot with Peter—part II: The apostle Peter adamantly denied that he was 
associated with the Man from Nazareth two more times in fulfillment of the Savior’s 
prophecy—John 18:25–27.
