2 Thessalonians 2:13–17

Lesson 4: The Man of Sin—2 Thessalonians 2:5–12
Reggie Coe, Marriage and Senior Adults Pastor

I.	 The Reminder: The Thessalonian church had been taught about the coming man of sin— 
2 Thessalonians 2:5.

II.	 The Restrainer: There is One who restrains the emergence of this lawless one— 
2 Thessalonians 2:6–7.

A.	 The Thessalonian church had been taught that the man of sin would not be revealed 
until the One who restrains him is removed—2 Thessalonians 2:6.

B.	 The One who restrains is the Holy Spirit who has a restraining influence on evil through 
the church, which will be removed at the Rapture—2 Thessalonians 2:7;  
see 1 Thessalonians 4:13–18.

III.	 The Revelation: After the Restrainer is removed, the lawless one will be revealed and 
destroyed—2 Thessalonians 2:8–12.

A.	 When Christ returns at His second coming, He will destroy the man of lawlessness— 
2 Thessalonians 2:8; see Revelation 19:19–21.

B.	 The power behind this lawless one is Satan who will empower him to do deceptive 
miracles—2 Thessalonians 2:9.

C.	 The result of this one’s deception will be to impact those who have not embraced the 
truth of Christ—2 Thessalonians 2:10.

D.	 The Lord will turn the unbelieving of the Tribulation over to delusion— 
2 Thessalonians 2:11.

E.	 These will experience judgment because they rejected the truth of Christ and 
embraced unrighteousness—2 Thessalonians 2:12.
