ROUTE ONE
Lower Loop. Begins just north west of the Zoo. Circles the
Mall, Sheep Meadow and Heckschler Playground.
(1.72 miles, 2.76 kilometers)

ROUTE TWO
Central Loop. Begins near Bethesda Fountain (about 72nd
Street), heads north on the east side of the Park around 
the Ramble, Reservoir, Playing Fields and returns along the
west side. 
(4.1 miles, 6.6 kilometers)

ROUTE THREE
Reservoir Track. Circles the Reservoir fence.
(1.58 miles, 2.54 kilometers)
