FM Consent Mediation Orders
 
At our recent County Bench/Bar meetings, an issue was raised about appropriate procedures to follow when the parties’ consent to sending their case directly to mediation.  Procedurally, the question is whether this can be accomplished by simply submitting a Consent Order, or whether a Motion must be filed. 

Our Vicinage Policy effective today, is that staff will accept Consent Orders to schedule mediation for the parties, in all cases prior to the entry of a Final Judgment of Divorce.   Post Judgment, it will be necessary for a party to file a Notice of Motion requesting mediation.  Assuming the parties are in agreement, it will only be necessary to include with the filing, a Notice of Motion, the proposed Consent Order and the filing fee.  It will not be necessary to include a certification or proof of service as both of these issues are addressed in the Consent Order.  Please also be sure to specifically include in all Consent Orders, the specific issues that need to be mediated.  Thank you
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
