Cohen shot an incredible 23-29 from the field over Detroit Mercy’s three 
game stretch. In their home win over then No. 1 Wright State, the junior 
shot a perfect 8-8 from the floor for 20 points in just 21 minutes of play. In 
their clash at Cleveland State, the Toronto native recorded 19 points on 80 
percent shooting while notching four rebounds and two blocks. Rounding 
out the regular season, the forward registered 17 points on 7-11 shooting 
along with four rebounds and three swats. In addition Cohen reached the 
1,000 point club.

Khayla Livingston, Cleveland State (Jr., G): Dropped 27 points 
including 5-8 from the three point mark in team’s win over Detroit Mercy.
Taryn Taugher, Northern Kentucky (Fr., G): Connected on 4-5 threes 
in the squads win over Milwaukee. Has scored double-figures in her last 
five games for the Norse.
Taylor Jones, Oakland (So., G): Recorded back-to-back 26 point 
outings in road wins over Cleveland State and Youngstown State.
Dani Franklin, Valparaiso (Jr., F): Registered 19 points on 7-13 
shooting against Milwaukee. Followed up with 24 points in win over UIC.
Brittany Byrd, UIC (So., G): Posted a career-high 20 points along with 
nine boards and five steals versus Valparaiso.
Indiya Benjamin, Youngstown State (Jr., G): Almost recorded a 
triple-double versus Detroit Mercy with 22 points, 10 assists and seven 
rebounds.

Ely scored eight points in each of Vikings’ two games including a perfect 8-8 
shooting from the foul line. In Cleveland State’s win over Detroit Mercy, the 
freshman collected five rebounds and dished out two assists to go along 
with her eight points. The guard followed up with 2-4 shooting and pulled 
down three rebounds in their final game versus Oakland.

Selected players and the head coach will be made
available postgame as part of the postgame press
conference.
All other interviews should be coordinated through
the team Sports Information Directors (listed in the
left column on this page).

Tie-Breaking Procedures
Ties in winning percentage, and thus for bracket and 
seeding positions shall be broken according to the 
following formula:
(a) All ties will be broken in the order in which they 
occur, from top to bottom, in the standings.
(b) Only regular-season Horizon League games, 
exclusive of tournament and/or exhibition games, 
will be used in the tie-breaking formula.
(c) When comparing tied teams against positions 
LOWER in the standings which are also tied, those 
LOWER TIED POSITIONS shall be considered as 
a SINGLE POSITION for purposes of comparison. 
(Example: Team A and Team B tied for second would 
compare against Team X and Team Y tied for sixth 
as follows: 
Team A would compare its combined record against 
BOTH X and Y against Team B’s combined record 
against BOTH X and Y).
(d) If two (2) tied teams met twice during the 
regular season and one (1) of the two (2) won 
both games, the winner shall be awarded the higher 
position and/or the tournament berth.
(e) If two (2) tied teams split during the regular 
season, compare each tied team’s record against the 
team occupying the highest position in the standings 
and continue down through the standings until one 
team gains the advantage, thereby winning the high-
er position and/or the tournament berth.
(f) If three (3) or more teams are tied, compare the 
combined record of each of the tied teams against 
the other teams involved in the tie until an advan-
tage is gained (Example: Team A’s combined record 
against both Team B and Team C .....as compared to 
Team B’s combined against both A and C, etc.).
(g) If the provisions of (f) above fail to resolve a tie 
involving three (3) or more teams, compare each of 
the tied teams’ records against the team occupying 
the highest position in the standing and continue 
down through the standings until the tie is reduced 
to a two-team tie (at which time revert to items (d) 
and (e) above) or until the tie is broken.
(h) If the above provisions fail to resolve a tie, a 
coin flip, conducted by the Commissioner, shall be 
used to determine seeding positions.

The Horizon League’s annual individual awards will
be voted upon by each of the nine head coaches and
selected members of the media following the last
game of the regular season. The following awards
will be presented:

• Coach of the Year

teams)
• All-Defensive Team (five players)
• All-Freshman Team (five players)
