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What a change! This man, who has many times
eaten the flesh of his enemies, now receives JESU S
CHRIST with a heart full of devotion, and confesses
him with a candor altogether naive! In short, he is
practicing Religion, conducting himself as a true
Christian. May God give him the grace to persevere
until his death. Let us say a few words of his chil-
dren. He had three boys and three girls; God took
one of his boys during the contagion, and one of his
girls, who was endowed with a grace not common to
the Savages. As an evidence of the faith that was
within her heart, seeing one of the Fathers of our
Society who was visiting her in her dying moments,
she exclaimed in her delirium, for she was in a vio-
lent fever, ‘“ Ah, my Father! I am going into the
fires; I am damned!”’ 'That showed that fear was
in her soul. Upon the Father speaking to her of
God, she recovered her senses, reassured herself, and
died in the innocence of her Baptism.

Her twin sister, born on the same day, and with
almost the same natural perfections, presented her-
self for the holy Ceremonies of Baptism. When
Monsieur our Governor saw how amiable she was,
