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subjects of the King of England; and he declares
that he will assist them. He also complains that
the flemings belonging to his government, who
were going to trade in the Outaouaes country, were
plundered and arrested. This Colonel will do us
more harm by the means that he will suggest to the
Iroquois for molesting us, than by the English he
may send to join them.
