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We also follow the original MS. of this letter of
Etienne de Carheil to Louis Hector de Calligres,
governor of Michillimackinac, dated August 3o,
1702. It rests in the Archives Nationales, at Paris,
its press-mark being ‘‘ Carton M. 204."”

A portion of this letter is given in Orhand’s life of
Carheil — Un Admirable Inconnu (Paris et Lille, n.d.,
but subsequent to 1886).

An apograph of the original, made for Father
Jones by a professional copyist attached to the Ar-
chives Nationales, is in the archives of St. Mary’s
College, Montreal. For the present publication,
however, we have preferred to follow our own tran-
script.
