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whereof the office cannot be celebrated owing to
another solemn feast. On a passion sunday can the
White vestments be worn for st. Joseph? etc. In
what does the solemnity of st. thomas consist, on the
sunday before christmas? etc. Monsieur forget
assured us that the solemnity consisted not only in
abstaining from work, but perhaps also in the vest-
ments, lights, sermons, and other things which he
did not know. I beg you to decide for us these
matters explicitly; for I am very Obtuse and Short-
sighted, to say the least, and am quite overcome by
the too heavy burden that you have placed on my
shoulders. I assure you that I am and will ever be,
with the most profound Respect and devotedness,
most dutifully of your lordship,
