ur era is characterized by national and global
O attacks on the historic Christian faith and

on the Christian moral vision for civilization.
As relativism and postmodernism have been on the
ascent, the idea of absolute truth has nearly
disappeared. Multiculturalism and egalitarianism have
borne fruit in attacks on the idea of moral absolutes
for society and culture. Disdain for the practice of
sound reason has risen as irrationalism—not to
mention irrationality—and mysticism have gained
traction. Disdain for history has accompanied
infatuation with the modern. Overall, as secularization
and anti-Christian religions hinder and harm the
church from without, leaders within the church reject
or compromise teaching by which the church has
been historically defined. This is no time for Christians
to be fainthearted or weak minded.

We should hardly be surprised by what we see.
Ignorance of God and the things of God has its
consequences, not only for God’s world but also for
God’s people and their children. Hosea the prophet
proclaimed these consequences to Israel of old, and
through him, the Spirit of God proclaims it to us: “My
people are destroyed for lack of knowledge ... And
since you have forgotten the law of your God, T also
will forget your children,” (Hosea 4:6) Ignorance of
God and the things of God is, in the words of Matthew
Henry, the mother of destruction, not only for us as
parents and grandparents, but also for our children
and grandchildren, that is, for succeeding generations
of God’s people.

Christian families must recognize the challenges we face and
meet them, or we will only continue to reap the consequences.
The prophet’s message is clear: each generation of Christ’s
church must act both to preserve and to pass on the heritage
of our Christian faith and moral vision. Christian education
is key, from our families and churches to our colleges and
seminaries. The problems we face have not occurred in
isolation; the remedies we need will not come in an instant.
If ignorance of God and the things of God is the mother of
destruction and ruin, knowledge of God and the things of God
is the mother of devotion and reformation. To see a reversal
of the declension that surrounds us we need to refurbish and
strengthen the links in the chain of Christian education:
families, churches, elementary and secondary schools,
undergraduate institutions, and seminaries.

Confident that God’s promises are to us and to our children,
we who cherish the faith once delivered to us recognize our
duty to pass on our heritage. With God’s help we at RBC want
to pass on the knowledge of God and of the things of God to
the generations that follow us.

So come and join us as we labor that our children and
grandchildren might become sons and daughters, grandsons
and granddaughters of reformation.

BC assumes, therefore, that its students are
R mature enough to live independently and
that students and their parents or guardians
will make appropriate housing arrangements. As an
alternative to on-campus housing, RBC provides

certain housing information to students and their
families.

To maximize the time, effort, and resources of all
concerned, RBC offers information on housing options
to students and their families only after RBC has
granted the student admission to one of its
undergraduate programs and has received from the
student a letter of intent to enroll. The letter of intent
must state the academic term in which the student
plans to enroll and must be accompanied by payment
for the required deposit and fees.

After receiving the student’s letter of intent and payment,
RBC will, upon request, provide the information it has compiled
about known housing opportunities in the vicinity of the
institution. In providing this information, RBC can make no
promises or recommendations. Instead, RBC strongly
encourages students and their families to visit the Sanford/
Orlando, Florida area to explore their options directly with
housing providers and to inquire about the quality and
suitability of any specific housing arrangement. Students and
their families should understand that they are competing for
off-campus housing with students from other local colleges
and universities. As usual, the winter and early spring months
(from January through April) are good times to secure housing
for the following academic year.

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AUTHORIZATION

AND ACCREDITATION

RBC IS AUTHORIZED TO GRANT DEGREES BY THE
STATE BOARD OF INDEPENDENT COLLEGES AND
UNIVERSITIES IN THE STATE OF FLORIDA.

BC is in compliance with Section 1005.06(1)(f),
R Florida Statutes pursuant to religious institutions.
Therefore, RBC is an institution that is not under
the jurisdiction or purview of the Commission on Independent
Education, is not required to obtain licensure and does not

operate under governmental oversight. The degree programs
of RBC are designed solely for religious purposes.

For those interested in accreditation and in receiving an
education from RBC, there are several considerations to keep
in mind. The quality of the education delivered by a school
depends on a number of factors, and accreditation is often
counted among those factors.

It is important for mutual understanding to define what the
term accreditation commonly means: it refers to a school’s
voluntary pursuit of approval for its work from a regional
or national organization that is recognized by the federal
government (the U.S. Department of Education) or by a
state government. Schools that pursue accreditation and
agencies that grant it intend to communicate to the public,
among other things, that the accredited school provides a
quality education, that its credits will transfer to other
schools, and that it is eligible to participate in the federal
student loan program.

There is no doubt that accreditation can have its benefits, but
it can also have its limitations. That is, the value of accreditation
is always directly related to the standards and agency of
accreditation (in other words, what is evaluated and who does
the evaluation). In light of that reality, other factors are
important to consider.

One key factor is the proven record of ability and dedication
on the part of the school’s administration and faculty to do
the work of education. The credentials and experience of
RBC’s administration and faculty are straightforward predictors
of quality education.

A second factor worth considering is that accrediting agencies
typically allow ten percent of their incoming students from
non-accredited schools. Accredited graduate-level schools
may act as their own accrediting agency, in effect, to grant
accreditation to the incoming student’s coursework from a
school like ours. Because of the high standards set for RBC’s
administration and faculty, we are poised to be considered
“accredited” and have already developed solid relationships
with several of the leading seminaries in the United States.

A third factor also comes into play. In the absence of
accreditation from a government-recognized agency, the
evidence of reputation with the public is valuable. Over the
years, the teaching fellowship of Ligonier Ministries has earned
a reputation for the highest quality among a wide cross section
of Christians. The recurring approval of Ligonier Ministries
conferences as continuing education units (CEUs) for Christian
education teachers by the Association of Christian Schools
International (ACSI) is evidence of public recognition for the
educational efforts of the organization. RBC is no exception
to this rule.

Finally, it is not unusual for a new institution such as RBC
and its programs to lack accreditation: new schools are not
“born with” accreditation. The pursuit of accreditation is,
however, a matter still under consideration by the RBC’s
leadership, and the process of accreditation ordinarily takes
several years to complete.

All things considered, then, though the program of RBC is
not presently accredited, applicants admitted to the
Academy’s programs can be confident that they will be
provided a quality education.

As the founder of Ligonier
Ministries, he has produced more than 300 lecture
series and recorded more than 80 video series on
subjects such as the history of philosophy, theology,
Bible study, apologetics, and Christian living. He was
a signatory of the 1978 Chicago Statement on Biblical
Inerrancy and is a council member of the Alliance of
Confessing Evangelicals. Dr. Sproul currently serves
as senior minister of preaching and teaching at Saint
Andrew’s in Sanford, Florida.

(2004), John Calvin: A Guide for the Perplexed (2008) and Calvin
at the Centre (forthcoming).

Dr. Helm is interested in supervising research students in
Philosophy of Religion, Systematic Theology and Theology of
the Reformation. His interests are in all aspects of philosophical
theology and in any Christian theological views that have
philosophical implications.

Raised in a Southern Presbyterian
home with shared roots in the
Moravian ministry, Dr. Rankin
graduated summa cum laude from
Clemson University in Ceramic
Engineering. After working for
DuPont at the Savannah River
Laboratory where he researched nuclear waste storage
in glassy materials, and after Ph.D. studies in Materials
Science at the Massachusetts Institutes of Technology,
the Lord redirected Duncan’s steps from a successful
career in the sciences towards the Gospel ministry in
the Presbyterian Church in America (PCA). After
completing his Master of Divinity studies at Covenant
Theological Seminary and Reformed Theological
Seminary (RTS) in Jackson, Mississippi, he took his
Ph.D. at the New College of the University of Edinburgh
by writing on “Carnal Union with Christ in the
Theology of T.F. Torrance.”

Appointed to the Department of Systematic Theology
at RTS, Dr. Rankin served some 10 years, teaching
courses in dogmatic and historical theology. Active on
the Theology and Strategy Working Group of the
Lausanne Committee for World Evangelization, as well
as a recipient of a John Templeton Foundation 1999
Science and Religion Course Prize, he was guest
minister during a sabbatical in 2000 at St. Peter’s Free
Church of Scotland in Dundee, the former pulpit of
Robert Murray M’Cheyne. Dr. Rankin has served as
pastor of Presbyterian congregations in Mississippi,
Tennessee, and Georgia.

Steve is RBC’s adjunct professor of church
history as well as its Dean of Distance
Learning, which encompasses RBC’s non-
degree certificate program and its online
study center.

STANDARD OF FAITH

ALL STUDENTS OF RBC ARE REQUIRED
TO AFFIRM THE FOLLOWING STATEMENT
OF FAITH:

The Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments (excluding
those books commonly called the Apocrypha) are the Word
of God written, given by inspiration of God to be the
infallible and inerrant rule of faith and life.

There is one God, eternally existent in three persons: the
Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

Our Lord Jesus Christ is God and man in one person. He
was born of a virgin, lived a sinless life, performed miracles,
and vicariously atoned for sin through His shed blood and
death. He was bodily resurrected from the dead. He
ascended to the right hand of God the Father and will
personally return in power and glory.

Regeneration by the Holy Spirit is absolutely essential for
the salvation of sinners.

God justifies sinners on the basis of Christ’s righteousness
alone. Christ’s righteousness is imputed to sinners by grace
alone and is received by faith alone.

STANDARD OF CONDUCT

RBC students are, therefore, expected to be members in good
standing of a local congregation with whom they worship
faithfully and among whom they cultivate the fruit of the
Spirit in their lives (Gal. 5:22-23). A “local congregation of
Christ’s church” is here defined as one that displays the marks
of a true church as stated by the historic Protestant and
Reformed churches in their confessions and creeds. That is,
a congregation of professing Christians is a true church when
they assemble at least each Sunday to worship the triune God
by devoting themselves to preaching the gospel, to administering
the sacraments of baptism and the Lord’s Supper, and to
practicing church discipline, all according to the Scriptures
of the Old and New Testaments (excluding the Apocrypha).

If, at any time, RBC
becomes aware that a student’s congregational standing is
subject to question, RBC reserves the right to review the
situation with the student, his or her parents or guardians,
and appropriate parties and to withhold enrollment, if
necessary, until the matter is resolved. RBC also reserves the
right to dismiss a student whose conduct is found to be in
violation of the moral, spiritual, and ethical principles of
Scripture as interpreted by the Westminster Confession of
Faith and the Larger and Shorter Catechisms. RBC further
reserves the right to take action beyond dismissal as it may
deem necessary.

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ADMISSION

RBC INVITES INTERESTED PROSPECTIVE STUDENTS
TO APPLY FOR ADMISSION TO ONE OF ITS
UNDERGRADUATE PROGRAMS OF STUDY.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

T he curriculum of RBC’s undergraduate programs

places high demands on the self-discipline, diligence,

and perseverance of students. For example, the
reading assignments in the core curriculum, which all students
take, are extensive; the Biblical Studies and the Theological
Studies specializations include coursework in foreign
languages. The fundamental criterion for admission is,
therefore, that the applicant’s profile indicates a clear potential
to complete the requirements of the program to which he or
she would be admitted.

The credentials leading to an applicant’s admission to one of
RBC’s undergraduate programs encompass a range of factors,
including educational background, intellectual achievement,
personal and spiritual maturity, and vocational aspirations.
RBC admits students of any race, color, national and ethnic
origin, and physical handicap to all the rights, privileges,
programs, and activities generally accorded or made available
to its students. RBC does not discriminate on the basis of race,
color, national and ethnic origin, or physical handicap in
administration of its educational policies, admissions policies,
scholarship programs, or other RBC-administered programs.

All applicants must successfully complete a public, private,
or homeschool high school (or its equivalent) program prior
to enrollment at RBC. All applicants are required to submit
an official transcript (or multiple transcripts) recording courses
taken by academic term, credit and grades earned and date
of graduation, receipt of a high school degree (if applicable),
a General Equivalency Diploma (GED) or the equivalent, with
a grade point average (GPA) of at least 2.5 on a four-point
scale. All applicants are also required to submit results of
either the American College Test (ACT) or the Scholastic
Aptitude Test (SAT), unless these scores appear on the
student’s official high school transcript. A select number of
applicants who do not meet these academic requirements

may be granted provisional admission with an academic review
upon completion of a minimum of 12 credits to determine if
the applicant should be granted full admission to continue in
the program.

Applications for admission will not be reviewed until all
information is received. Official transcripts are not accepted
until after the completion of the junior year of high school.

ADMISSION DEADLINES

To ensure adequate time for processing, all application
components should be received by the Admissions Office by
the following dates:

™ January 1: Early application deadline

Under this plan, applicants must sign a statement indicating
that RBC is their first choice, that they will enroll at RBC if
admitted, and that they will withdraw other college applications
if offered admission to RBC.

Admission decision letters for early application will be mailed
by February 15.

™ February 15: Regular application deadline

Admission decision letters for regular application will be
mailed by April 1.

= April 1: Late application deadline

Applications received after February 15 through April 1 will
be considered with a non-refundable application fee of $50.
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ADMISSION

SPECIAL STUDENTS

Special students fall into two categories: 1) applicants not
enrolled in undergraduate programs at other institutions but
who wish to take courses for credit without seeking to
complete a program of study at RBC and 2) students enrolled
in undergraduate programs at other institutions.

Applicants not enrolled in undergraduate programs at other
institutions must apply for admission as a special student
following the standard application procedure. All special
students who would register for more than 15 credit hours
must submit a written petition to the Dean’s office for review
and approval by the faculty.

Students enrolled in undergraduate programs at other
institutions may, without matriculation into a program at RBC,
take courses at RBC for transfer of credit to their current
degree program. Special students in this category must present
to the Registrar written notice from the institution in which
they are enrolled that each course to be taken at RBC is
approved for credit toward their degree requirements. In
consultation with the Registrar and faculty, the Dean makes
a final determination whether this special student has sufficient
academic background to enroll in a particular course.

APPLICATION PROCEDURES

To apply for admission to one of RBC’s programs or as a
special student, the prospective student is required to comply
with the following procedure:

= Obtain an application packet from RBC or RBC's website.

= Distribute reference forms to be completed and mailed directly
to the Admissions Office.

= Arrange for official transcripts from your secondary school
and/or previous undergraduate schools — even if no program
was completed — to be sent directly from the institution to
the RBC Admissions Office.

= Return the completed application to the Admissions Office
along with the application fee of $35 (or $50 for late
applications).

ENROLLMENT DEPOSIT

Once a student is accepted for study at the RBC, a $100
enrollment deposit must be received no later than June 30. A
student accepted within the month prior to registration is
required to submit the deposit immediately upon receipt of
the acceptance letter. The deposit is applied against the first
semester’s tuition charges. However, the deposit is non-
refundable in the event that the student does not enroll.

TRANSFER OF CREDIT
FROM ANOTHER INSTITUTION

Transferability of credits earned at another institution and
transferred to RBC is at the discretion of RBC. For coursework
to be considered for transfer credit, students must have earned
a grade of C (80) or above.

Applicants who wish to transfer credits earned from an
undergraduate program at another institution must make that
request in writing with their application and must submit
both an official transcript and a catalog from the previous
institution to the Registrar’s office. Those transferring credit
from another undergraduate program must take at least the
final 30 credit hours at RBC.

Current students who wish to take coursework and transfer
credits earned from an undergraduate program at another
institution must comply with the following procedure. Before
taking the coursework, students must submit a written request
to take the coursework to the Dean’s office and must secure
his written permission to do so. To receive transfer credit,
students must submit an official transcript to the Registrar’s
office by the end of the first semester after completing the
coursework.
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In cases where coursework is partially parallel, the faculty
may allow partial class attendance and/or give additional
assignments to meet RBC’s course requirements. All courses
for which credit or partial credit is granted will be shown on
RBC’s official transcript with no record of grades.

ADVANCED STANDING OR
MULTIPLE DEGREE SPECIALIZATIONS

Students entering RBC who wish to take proficiency exams
to earn advanced standing credit in their chosen degree
specialization or who wish to take multiple degree
specializations must submit a written petition to do so to the
Dean’s office.

TOEFL AND TWE SCORES

Any applicant whose primary language is something other
than English must submit TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign
Language) and TWE (Test of Written English) scores.
Applicants must achieve the following minimum scores on
each section of the test: Writing - 22; Speaking - 23; Reading
- 21; Listening — 17 for a combined score of no less than 83.
The exam must be taken no more than 12 months and at least
three months prior to the first day of the term in which the
applicant intends to enroll. Note: this testing requirement
may be waived for applicants who have earned an academic
degree from an accredited institution of higher learning in
the U.S. or who have passed level 109 at an ELS language
center. At the discretion of the faculty, admitted students may
be required to take remedial English language coursework
and submit current TOEFL and TWE scores.

SPECIAL NEEDS

Students requiring special attention, including seating
arrangements and alternative forms of testing, must provide
to the Registrar documentation of professional evaluation of
the disability, date of said evaluation and specifications of
assistance required. Such documentation must be provided
upon application for admission to RBC’s programs unless the
need for special attention is discovered thereafter. If the need
for special attention is discovered after initial admission,
written notification and documentation must be provided to
the Registrar no later than 15 days after the date of
evaluation.
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REGISTRATION

REGISTRATION DEADLINES

Students currently enrolled are required to register during
designated times; those who do not are assessed a $50 late
registration fee. Before registering, returning students must
see the Registrar for a copy of their degree audit. All students
are assigned a faculty advisor and are required to meet with
their advisor during registration to review their degree audit
and plan their course of study for the semester. Advisors also
are available throughout the year for spiritual and vocational
counsel.

FULL-TIME AND
PART-TIME COURSE LOAD

Students who enroll in 12 to 18 credit hours are defined as
full time. Students who enroll in fewer than 12 credit hours
are defined as part time. Students who wish to enroll in more
than 18 credit hours must submit a written petition to the
Dean’s office to obtain permission. Students who work more
than 10 hours per week should consider carrying fewer than
12 credit hours.

AUDITORS

RBC welcomes auditors to listen to class lectures and
discussions. Many courses may be audited if space permits.
Auditors who are not already RBC students must fill out an
auditor application, register for courses and pay all applicable
fees, including fees for application, tuition, and student activity.
Auditors must defer to the interests of credit students and
limit their class participation to various opportunities outside
of class (e.g., break time and appointments).

SPOUSES OF FULL-TIME STUDENTS

Spouses of full-time students may audit courses (space
permitting) without charge except for audit application and
student activity fees. Spouses of full-time students may take
courses for credit at half tuition upon application and
admission to a program.

ADDING OR DROPPING A COURSE; CHANGING
AUDIT/CREDIT STATUS IN A COURSE

All course changes—adding, dropping or changing audit or
credit status—must be done by completing the appropriate
form, available in the Registrar’s office.

Students may add a course, drop a course or change their
status in a course from audit to credit within the first week
of the semester (the “Drop/Add” period) without academic
consequence by completing the appropriate form, available
in the Registrar’s office.

Students who wish to change their status in a course from
credit to audit are required to obtain written approval from
the professor before the ninth week of classes by completing
the appropriate form, available in the Registrar’s office.

Students who wish to drop a course after the first week of
classes must do so officially to avoid receiving an “F” Those
who drop a course after the first week of classes will receive
a grade of “W” (“withdrew”). This grade does not affect the
student’s GPA.

All refunds for course changes are subject to the refund policy
found on page 28.

CANCELLATION OF COURSES

RBC reserves the right to cancel any course schedule to be
offered during a given semester due to insufficient
registration.

WITHDRAWAL FROM RBC

Students who wish to withdraw from RBC and to avoid
payment of continuation fees are required to submit a
completed withdrawal form to the Registrar after completing
an exit interview with either the Dean or the Registrar. The
tuition refund policy appears on page 28.
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ACADEMIC POLICIES

ACADEMIC POLICIES

The Academic Catalog of RBC is the primary means by which
RBC communicates policies, procedures, and regulations
affecting tuition, admission, registration, graduation and
withdrawal. All students have both the right and the
responsibility to know the content of the Catalog.

PROGRAM AND COURSE REQUIREMENTS

The requirements for completion of an undergraduate program
at RBC appear elsewhere in this Catalog. Professors provide
course requirements, including special assignments and
examinations, at the beginning of each course. Students are
expected to have assignments completed for the days assigned.
Any change must be approved by the professor.

CLASSIFICATION OF STUDENTS

RBC classifies students according to the number of credit
hours they have earned, both through courses taken at RBC
and through transfer credit. The categories of classification
are as follows:

= Freshman: 30 or fewer hours

Sophomore: 31-60 hours

= Junior: 61-90 hours

= Senior: 91 or more hours

= Special: students who have not been
admitted to a degree program

GRADING

RBC uses a four-point grading system with 12 levels as
follows:

Grades are released within 15 business days from the last day
of each final examination period and are recorded on the
student’s permanent transcript record.

GRADE DEFINITIONS

A RANGE: The student’s work is outstanding, exceeding course
requirements and exhibiting an exemplary and demonstrably
superior grasp of course content and method.

B RANGE: The student’s work is sound, meeting course
requirements and exhibiting a solid grasp of course content.

C RANGE: The student’s work is satisfactory, meeting some
course requirements or exhibiting an uncertain grasp of course
content and method. Courses in which a student receives a
grade in the “C” range may be retaken in order to raise one’s
grade. Students who receive a grade of “C” in a first-year
language course are strongly advised to take the steps necessary
to improve their proficiency in the language before taking
additional courses in that language.

D RANGE: The student’s work is unsatisfactory but passable,
meeting few course requirements or exhibiting a minimal grasp
of course content and method. Any student who receives a
grade of “D” in a course is strongly advised to retake the course
for credit and may be required to do so in order to graduate.

F: The student’s work is unacceptable, meeting no course
requirements or exhibiting no grasp of course content or
method. Any student who receives a grade of “F” in a course
is required to retake the course in order to graduate.
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ACADEMIC STANDING

RBC reviews every student’s academic standing at the end of
each semester. Each RBC student is categorized into one of
the following classifications of academic standing.

GOOD STANDING

Students are considered to be in good standing when their
GPA, both in the grading period that is the subject of academic
review and in the cumulative total, is at least a “C” (2.0 on a
four-point scale).

ACADEMIC PROBATION

Students are placed on academic probation when their GPA
falls below “C” (2.0 on a four-point scale), either in a given
grading period or in the cumulative total. Such students must
achieve a GPA of at least a “C” (2.0 on a four-point scale)
evaluated over the subsequent 15 hours of coursework.
Academic advisors will work with such students to make
course selections that will maximize their opportunity for
achieving good standing.

ACADEMIC DISMISSAL

Students who do not satisfy the conditions needed to be
restored from academic probation to good standing will be
dismissed from RBC. Students who are dismissed may petition
the faculty in writing for consideration of special
circumstances.

Following dismissal from RBC, students may be readmitted.
For such readmission to occur, students must provide the
admissions committee with documented evidence of
satisfactory progress at another institution; they must also
satisfy the committee that, once readmitted, they will make
satisfactory future progress in a program at RBC. If readmitted,
they will be placed on academic probation for the first 15
credit hours after their readmission. Readmission after
dismissal is granted only once.

CLASS ATTENDANCE

Attendance is tracked by professors, and students are required
to attend all classes. Absences do occur, however, and are
categorized as excused or unexcused. Excused absences are
those resulting from providential hindrances such as personal
illness, jury duty, active military service or death in one’s
immediate family. All other absences are considered unexcused.
Excused absences must be approved by the professor.
Unexcused absences, along with tardiness and early departures,
are recorded and will reduce a student’s grade in a course.
Students with more unexcused absences than there are credit
hours for the course will fail the course.

Every effort is made to assist students who are providentially
hindered from attending classes. The student is responsible
for notifying the professor of his absence and for contacting
the professor to arrange for all make-up work. Exceptions
will be considered by the professor on a case-by-case basis.

RETAKING COURSES

Courses in which a student receives a grade of “F”/Fail must
be retaken in order to meet graduation requirements. Courses
in which the student receives a grade in the “C” or “D” range
may be retaken in order to raise one’s grade. Courses in which
the student receives a grade in the “B” range or higher cannot
be retaken. In the event that a course is retaken, the previous
course grade remains on the transcript with the most recent
course grade, but only the most recent course grade will be
counted toward the student’s GPA.

Courses evaluated with the pass/fail method are not taken
into account when a student’s GPA is calculated.

For additional information, see the “Academic Requirements
for Degree Completion” section for each program of study.
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EXTENSIONS FOR
INCOMPLETE COURSEWORK

RBC recognizes that a student may be providentially hindered
(by extended illness, death in the family, etc.) from completing
a course according to the academic calendar. In such cases,
an Incomplete (“I”) grade may be given by the professor. To
receive an Incomplete grade, the student is required to secure
the professor’s written approval before the last day of the
class. If the professor approves an Incomplete, the student
will be required to submit the late work to the professor
within five weeks from the last day of final exams. The
professor will use a grade sheet to provide written notice of
this approval to the Registrar. To have an Incomplete grade
removed from his or her record, the student is responsible to
submit the late work to the professor within five weeks from
the last day of final exams. The professor will notify the
Registrar in writing of the grade change. If the deadline passes
without the student’s submission of the work or without the
professor’s notification of a grade change, the Registrar has
authorization to change the grade from the Incomplete (“I”)
grade to an “F” grade and will send written notification of
the grade change to both the student and the professor.

TRANSFER TO ANOTHER PROGRAM
OR SPECIALIZATION

Students wanting to change their degree program or
specialization must review the basis and consequences of
such a change with their faculty advisor and must obtain
written approval for the change from their faculty advisor
and the Dean. If approved, the Dean will provide written
notification of the change to the Registrar’s office.

TRANSFER OF RBC
CREDITS TO ANOTHER INSTITUTION

Students who wish to transfer credits earned at RBC to another
institution should understand that the decision to accept
credits earned at RBC is at the discretion of the receiving
institution.

TRANSCRIPT REQUESTS

Student requests for transcripts of coursework completed at
RBC are to be directed to the Registrar’s office. The fee is $5
for each official transcript. Transcripts are issued only after
a student has settled all financial obligations and all borrowed
library books are returned to RBC.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Academic requirements for graduation are specified in the
section “Academic Requirements for Degree Completion.”
Although faculty advisors assist students in working through
their own curricula, students are responsible to ensure that
all their graduation requirements are met. All coursework
must be completed by the last day of final exams. Failure to
do so will result in forfeiting the privilege of graduation until
the following academic year.

Graduating seniors are required to take final exams. Non-
academic requirements for graduation include continued
compliance with the Student Standards of Faith and Conduct
described in this catalog.

Students must notify the Registrar in writing of their intent
to graduate. They must submit this notification during the
registration period of the fall semester preceding the desired
graduation date, after they have met with the Registrar to
review their degree audit. All outstanding financial obligations
to RBC must be satisfied and all borrowed library books must
be returned before a student can receive a diploma and have
transcripts released.

Graduating seniors are expected to attend commencement
exercises. Appropriate academic regalia is supplied by RBC
at a nominal fee.

GRADUATION HONORS

Students who have achieved a cumulative GPA of 3.55 will be
graduated with cum laude honors; a cumulative GPA of 3.75
qualifies the student for magna cum laude honors; and a
cumulative GPA of 3.90, with faculty review and approval,
qualifies the student for summa cum laude honors. Honors
will appear on transcripts and on the student’s diploma.
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POST-GRADUATION

From time to time, RBC receives notice of vocational
opportunities for students and graduates. The Dean maintains
a file of that information and makes it available for review by
the student body. Graduates, in particular, should recognize
that possession of an RBC degree does not in itself constitute
certification of the abilities for a given vocational opportunity.
Employers, ecclesiastical authorities, and licensing bodies
determine an individual’s fitness for a particular opportunity
in light of a range of criteria that may go beyond the individual’s
education.

RIGHT TO PRIVACY

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (20
U.S.C. § 1232g, also known as FERPA), pertaining to the
protection of the right to privacy of students, governs access
to and release of student records. This law provides the
following:

Educational institutions must provide student access to official
records upon request (except for letters of recommendation)
and provide an opportunity to challenge such records on the
grounds that they are inaccurate, misleading, or otherwise
inappropriate.

Educational institutions must obtain written consent of
students before releasing personally identifiable data from
records other than a specified list of exceptions.

Students must be informed of their rights specified by this
statute.

The Department of Education may investigate any alleged
violation of the Act.

If students wish to see their records, the Registrar provides
supervised access to them. Students may place in their records
any additional information they wish to have included.
Administrative staff and faculty will respect the confidentiality
of student information acquired in the course of their work.

General directory information—such as student’s names,
addresses, telephone numbers, e-mail addresses, photographs,
honors and awards, dates of attendance, and participation in
officially recognized activities (e.g., Student Council)—may be
disclosed. Students may withhold directory information by
notifying the Registrar’s office in writing within the first two
weeks of initial enrollment. RBC will honor a student’s written
request for non-disclosure, but the student is responsible to
renew that request in writing each academic year. Such requests
must be addressed to the Registrar’s office.
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RBC, within the limits of its available funds, desires to offer
its educational opportunities to all who qualify for admission.
The cost of an education at RBC is only partly covered by
tuition charges; the balance is paid from contributions made
by friends and ministry partners of RBC and Ligonier
Ministries. Because of increasing costs, the RBC Board of
Directors reserves the right to make changes at any time in
the tuition charges and other general and special fees.

PAYMENT OF TUITION AND FEES

Students are responsible for all tuition and fees related to
their education at RBC. Those who depend on financial support
from a third party (individual or group) are responsible for
meeting their financial obligations when due.

Tuition and applicable fees are due at registration for
each semester in which the student enrolls. Students may
not register for a new semester or receive transcripts until all
financial obligations from the prior semester have been met.

PAYMENT PROCEDURES

PAYMENT DEFERRAL PLAN

If payment cannot be made in full at the time of registration,
RBC offers a payment deferral plan for tuition only: that is,
payment deferral doesw not include books or supplies, and
payment must be paid in full for these items.

To receive a payment deferral, a payment deferral application
form must be completed prior to registration. These forms
are available from the Registrar’s office or online. Payment
applications are only offered to those students who are in
good standing with the school and in good financial health as
determined by a credit check. The processing fee for the
payment application is $35.

On the payment deferral plan, 25% of the tuition is due at the
time of registration. Thereafter, a maximum of three equal
payments are due to RBC by the 1st of the month for each of
the next three months. If these three payments are not made
in full and by the date due, any unpaid amount will be charged
to a credit card provided by the student on the payment
deferral application form. Upon completion of the student’s
coursework in a given semester, all tuition must be paid in
full in order to receive grades or transcripts, or to register for
another semester.
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PAST DUE ACCOUNTS

Past due accounts are subject to a 2.5 percent finance charge
on any past due or outstanding balances. Students with past
due or outstanding balances with the school may not register
or receive any transcripts from prior semesters until the
financial obligation is met.

PRE-ENROLLMENT PAYMENT

Students who pay tuition for an entire academic year in
advance will receive a 5 percent discount on tuition.

RBC TRAVEL REIMBURSEMENT POLICY

If you travel to visit the campus and later enroll as a student,
RBC provides the opportunity for you to be reimbursed up
to $100 for Florida residents or up to $300 for out-of-state
visitors for traveling costs, which is applied to your second
semester tuition.

CORE CURRICULUM

BIBLICAL STUDIES DEPARTMENT

The courses in the Biblical Studies department are intended
to provide the student with a thorough knowledge of the
contents of the English Bible and an introduction to the basic
principles of hermeneutics. The courses cover every book of
the Bible with particular focus given to such key books as
Genesis, Psalms, Isaiah, Romans, and Hebrews.

EB100 Biblical Hermeneutics
An introduction to the science and art of biblical interpretation, with
an emphasis on the historical-grammatical-theological method.

EB101 The Pentateuch
An overview of the content of the first five books of the Old Testament
(Genesis—Deuteronomy).

EB102 The Historical & Poetic Books
An overview of the content of the Historical Books (Joshua—Esther)
and the Poetic Books (Job-Song of Songs) of the Old Testament.

EB103 The Prophets
An overview of the Prophetic Books (Isaiah—Malachi) of the Old
Testament.

EB104 The Gospels & Acts
An overview of the four Gospels (Matthew—John) and Acts in the
New Testament.

EB105 The Pauline Epistles I: Romans
A detailed examination of the Apostle Paul’s most influential epistle:
the epistle to the Romans.

EB106 The Pauline Epistles Il: Corinthians — Philemon
An overview of the Apostle Paul’s epistles (excluding Romans).

An overview of the Book of Hebrews, the General Epistles and the
Book of Revelation.

CHURCH HISTORY DEPARTMENT

The courses in the Church History department are intended
to introduce the student to some of the key figures, events,
and ideas in the history of the Christian church.

GREAT WORKS DEPARTMENT

The courses in the Great Works department are intended to
introduce the student to selected classic philosophical, literary
and musical works of the Western world. Knowledge of these
works is not only essential to basic literacy, many of these
works also shaped the intellectual world within which the
great theologians of the church lived and wrote.

GW101 Ancient Classics
An introduction to the classic works of the ancient era, reading texts
by authors such as Homer, Plato, Aristotle, Virgil, and Augustine.

GW102 Medieval Classics
An introduction to the classic works of the medieval era, reading texts
by authors such as Boethius, Anselm, Aquinas, Dante, and Chaucer.

GW103 15th & 16th Century Classics

An introduction to the classic works of the 15th and 16th centuries,
reading texts by authors such as Shakespeare, Machiavelli, Hobbes,
Luther, and Descartes.

GW104 17th & 18th Century Classics

An introduction to the classic works of the 17th and 18th centuries,
reading texts by authors such as Milton, Pascal, Bunyan, Locke, Hume,
and Kant and studying music by composers such as Bach and Haydn.

A study of the nature, method, and sources of theology; general and
special revelation, including the inspiration and authority of Holy
Scripture; and canonicity.

ST102 The Doctrine of God
A study of the existence and attributes of the Trinitarian God revealed
in Scripture, with a focus on the formulations of Nicea.

ST103 The Doctrine of Man

A study of mankind in the state of innocence, sin and grace, including
his creation, the material and immaterial aspects of his being, and
his fall.

ST104 The Doctrine of Christ
A study of the person and work of God the Son, with a focus on the
formulations of Chalcedon.

ST105 The Doctrine of the Holy Spirit
A study of the person and work of God the Holy Spirit.

ST106 The Doctrine of Salvation
A study of the application of God'’s grace to sinners, with a focus on

the ordo salutis.

ST107 The Doctrine of the Church
A study of the nature and purpose of the church, including a study
of the church’s worship and sacraments.

ST108 The Doctrine of the Last Things

A study of personal and cosmic eschatology, focusing on death, the
intermediate state, the second coming, the general resurrection, the
final judgment, and the final state of the just and the unjust.

An examination of the philosophical ideas of Plato and Aristotle, with

a focus on reading the primary sources.

PA102 Modern Philosophy: Descartes through Hume
A study of the most influential modern philosophers from Descartes

through Hume, with a focus on studying the primary sources.

PA103 The Philosophy of Kant, Hegel, and Fichte
An in-depth examination of the philosophical works of Kant, Hegel,
and Fichte.

PA104 Post-Kantian Philosophy
A study of the most important developments in philosophy since the

time of Kant, with a focus on reading the primary sources.

PA105 Christian Apologetics I: History of Apologetics
A course introducing the student to the history of Christian apologetics

from the early church to the present day.

PA106 Christian Apologetics Il: Issues & Methods
A study of the most important issues addressed by Christian apologists
and a survey of the major apologetic methodologies such as classical

apologetics, evidentialism, and presuppositionalism.
