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Jonathan Edwards is well known as perhaps the greatest 
theologian the United States has ever produced. He is 
equally noted for his preaching and writing. But in this 
Long Line Profi le, Dr. Lawson considers the unique focus 
and commitment with which Edwards sought to live out 
the Christian faith.

Dr. Lawson examines Edwards’ life through the lens of the 
seventy resolutions he penned in his late teens, shortly 
after his conversion, and shows how Edwards sought to 
live out these lofty goals he set for the management of 
his walk with Christ. In Edwards’ example, he fi nds helpful 
instruction for all believers.
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
