(2) School and non-school related activities.

(3) The input of school officials will be considered.

(4) Community service.

The amount shall be paid directly to the student.
This Scholarship is not a loan and does not require repayment as long as the
student successfully completes the first year of college as a full time student.

A scholarship will
be given to the top three applicants.

The results will be given to the Gerald Grain Center Board of Directors who
may award additional scholarships based on the rankings if money is
available.
