
Look at the front page together and write their name. Say the One
Thing together "God Cares about my Heart!" Open your Bible and
look up the Bible Story. Point to the words in Psalm 50:9-12 and tell
them that the Bible is GOD'S WORD. Talk about the verses. Color the
fries and don't forget to practice the memory verse. 

Look at page 1 and have your child color the pictures from the story
as you read it out loud to them. Talk about how God owns
everything! Throughout the week, every time you see an animal, ask,
"Who owns that animal?"... GOD! Do the same with other things.

Look at page 2. Willard was ungrateful at the start of the teaching.
He realized how grateful he was for all he had. Read the directions
and do the activity with your child. Use this activity to talk about all
that God has given your family! Lead your child in prayer and show
them how to thank God for all you have!

Look at pages 3-4. Read and follow the directions. During this
activity, express your grateful heart to God for them! What a
tremendous gift from God your child is! This is a great opportunity to
express the love of the Father, too!

Look at page 5. Read the poem to your child while they color. Read
it again! Look at the heart at the bottom. Tell them that the arms are
God's and He is hugging their heart. Put your hands on your heart
and then raise them up to show that you are giving God your heart.
Hold your child's hands and do it for them, too.

Look at page 6. Read the directions and talk about the things they
are grateful to God for. Look through the completed take-home
paper and see all that you did and learned and see what your
favorite thing was.
