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Will Jesus Reign On An Earthly Throne?

One of the greatest errors perpetrated on the
hearts and minds of man is the false doctrine
of premillennialism. According to premillen-
nial doctrine, Following the rapture (of which
the Bible says nothing), Jesus will ultimately
return to “set up His kingdom” over which
He will reign for one-thousand years in the
city of Jerusalem. Though this doctrine is
nowhere found in the biblical text it is con-
sidered to be by many professed “Christians”
a conservative doctrine. And though premil-
lennial thought is not new to our time, the
Council of Ephesus (431) rejected premillen-
nial thought in favor of the amillennial view,
it is now more widely accepted thanks to the
work of men like John Gill, Charles
Spurgeon, John Darby, and C. I. Scofield
who popularized dispensational
premillennialism through his Scofield
Reference Bible. (beware of study Bibles!)

Of the many passages that soundly defeat
premillennial heresy, Jeremiah 22:28-30 is
by far one of the most simple and effective.
From this text we read of Coniah, also known
as “Jehoiachin” (2 Kings 2:46) and
“Jeconiah” (1 Chron. 3:16), a descendant of
David and King of Judah about whom a vow
is made by God: Is this man Coniah a des-
pised broken idol? is he a vessel wherein is
no pleasure? wherefore are they cast out, he
and his seed, and are cast into a land which
they know not? O earth, earth, earth, hear
the word of the LORD. Thus saith the LORD,
Write ye this man childless, a man that shall
not prosper in his days: for no man of his
seed shall prosper, sitting upon the throne of
David, and ruling any more in Judah. (Jer.
22:28-30)

From this Old Testament text we learn that
none who descend from Coniah will ever sit
on the throne of David in Jerusalem and
have a prosperous rule. Yet, when we turn to
the New Testament, from the very first chap-
ter we learn that Jesus is a descendant of
this king! “And Josias begat Jechonias and
his brethren, about the time they were ca-
rried away to Babylon: And after they were
brought to Babylon, Jechonias begat Salat-
hiel; and Salathiel begat Zorobabel” (Mt. 1:11
-12). The question to be answered is this,
Since Jesus was descended from Coniah and
since no seed of Coniah shall sit on the
throne in Judah, how can Jesus sit on Da-
vid’s throne in Jerusalem when He returns to
the earth?

The answer is simple. Jesus will not return
to this earth to establish an earthly kingdom
over which He will reign for one-thousand
years. In fact, we have no record that Jesus
will ever return to this earth at alll (cf. 1
Thess. 4:13-18) According to Old Testament
prophecy and New Testament fulfillment, Je-
sus is even now reigning over His kingdom
as King of kings (1 Tim. 6:15)!

In Daniel we read: “I saw in the night visions,
and, behold, one like the Son of man came
with the clouds of heaven, and came to the
Ancient of days, and they brought him near
before him. And there was given him domin-
ion, and glory, and a kingdom, that all peo-
ple, nations, and languages, should serve
him: his dominion is an everlasting domin-
ion, which shall not pass away, and his king-
dom that which shall not be de-
stroyed.” (Dan. 7:13-14). Contrary to premil-
lennial thought, Daniel is not here foretelling



of a rapture in which Jesus returns to the
earth to receive a kingdom but of Jesus be-
ing crowned King when He ascended back to
the Father (Acts 1:9-11). Peter no doubt has
the words of Daniel in mind when he preach-
es, “Therefore let all the house of Israel know
assuredly, that God hath made that same
Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord
and Christ” (Acts 2:36).

Jesus is now reigning as King on the throne
of David. Jesus could not reign as King on
the throne of David on this earth in Jerusa-
lem as is falsely taught by the premillennial-
ists. Will Jesus reign on an earthly throne?
In one word, NO!

Numbering Our Days

In Psalm 90, we learn that time is so precious
and that our days ought to be numbered (v.12).
Our life is but a vapor (James 4:4), and we
must be careful to plan our days with useful
and helpful endeavors. If care is not taken, we
will find ourselves squandering our time and
failing in the education and nurturing of our
children. We must walk circumspectly (i.e.
carefully, like an acrobat), buying up the time
because the days are evil (Ephesians 5:15-16).
Buying up the time and numbering our days
implies that families ought to have a course of
action for the edification, education, and spir-
itual exercise of their children. All secular edu-
cational institutions see the necessity of proper
planning for a maximum educational experi-
ence. But what about the family? Is God’s edu-
cational institution for children any less im-
portant? Should not families have at least a
sketchy outline and set objectives for each fam-
ily member? Indeed, we should be planning for
our children’s spiritual progress and rearing.
Parenting involves planning and not passivity.
Consider the following questions in view of the
principle of planning:

1. From year to year, month to month, or even
week to week, do you have in mind what you
want your children to learn? Why not establish
a curriculum for the home where specific
books of the Bible are taught or emphasized
throughout a quarter, etc. Some families create
a chart of objectives to be mastered which in-
volves memorizing pertinent facts, Scriptures,
listing, names, etc., and when that objective is
completed, it is duly noted on the chart so that
both children and parents can monitor the pro-

gress.
2. Do you make arrangements and plan for
your child’s participation in Bible camps,
“Bible Bowls,” youth devotionals, lectureships,
etc.?

3. Do you plan meaningful activities that will
reinforce spiritual values, such as taking your
children to visit the sick or the elderly?

4. Do you involve them in home projects de-
signed to encourage others, such as baking
food for the needy, writing letters to Bible class
teachers, elders, or newcomers? OR, do you
allow them to watch hour upon hour of televi-
sion or play video games unceasingly?

5. Do you plan work details for helping the
family, such as gardening, yard work, painting,
cleaning, fence-building, etc. These things
build character, impart wisdom, and prevent
laziness. Consider these passages: Proverbs 6:6
-11; I Kings 1-5; Ecclesiastes 9:10; Proverbs
24:3-4, 33-34; 26: 13-16.

6. Do you set aside time for Bible class home-
work assigned by the teacher in the local con-
gregation? If this is not planned, it can so easi-
ly be forgotten until the mad rush to the build-
ing just before Bible class, when it is impossi-
ble to thoroughly concentrate and study.

7. Do you plan to be at every assembly of the
church (Hebrews 10:24-25)?

8. Do you plan your schedule around the activ-
ities of the local church, or do other activities
come first?

9. Do you plan to schedule time for family de-
votionals?

10. Do you plan outings for family enjoyment?
I have found that a fishing trip, hike, or a ride
in the country are excellent ways to foster com-
munication and provide teaching opportuni-
ties. Observing the design of God’s creation can
reinforce the truths our children learn in the
classroom. These outings also provide lasting
memories, as funny, humorous, and serious
events often occur.

Again, these things will only occur when we
plan for them. It is imperative that families se-
cure the future by making plans today. If we
fail to plan, we will one day experience regret
and dismay over what could have been. With
children, we only receive one opportunity. They
grow and mature so rapidly; so let us make the
most of these tender years by effectively num-
bering our days and weeks by planning a spe-
cific course of action for our family.
