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State Tournament Updatell
(It's going to be different this year)
Sunday, February 23, Tacoma Dome

If you are considering competing in the state tournament,
don't wait too long to sign up! The tournament is being
capped this year at 1600 wrestlers. [Thankfully!] It is a $25
entry fee that must be prepaid and wrestlers must pre-
register. There will be no walk-ins. There will be weigh-ins on
Saturday, February 22 at locations to be announced. To
compete at state, you have to have a full membership USA
wrestling card-the $15 limited folkstyle cards won't be ac-
cepted. Additionally, PeeWee, Bantam, Intermediate and
Novice wrestlers will wrestle from 8am through 3pm.
Schoolboy, Schoolgirl, Cadet, Cadet Women, Junior, Junior
Women and Senior - Wrestling from 3pm though 9pm.
