Home Owner Info

Porch & Garage Lighting:  This is a reminder to please make sure your porch and outside garage lights are in working order and on at night.

Street Parking:  Vehicles parked on the street must be facing in the correct direction for traffic on that side of the road and should never block a mailbox.
Trash Pick-Up Guidelines from Republic Waste Services:

- On trash day, please place your cart within 4 feet of the roadway.

- Please be sure there is at least 3 feet of clearance between your cart and any other object.

- Please do not overload your trash cart. Loose trash on top of a cart will always end up on the ground as it falls down the side of the truck while the cart is being emptied. 

- Place the cart at the curb with the arrows on the lid pointing to the street. The wheels should be away from the street. This will prevent damage to your lid as well as leave your lid shut after emptying. 

- All trash needs to be bagged and held within a trash cart. Items that are too large to fit in a trash cart (e.g. stove, couch, washer, dryer, etc.) should be placed outside the cart and called into our office 24 hours before your pick-up day. We will send a different style of truck for large items.
***You must return your trash can to your garage or to a place behind your home that is NOT visible from the street in front of your home.  Do so within 24 hours of trash pick-up to avoid a violation notice.***
Noblesville City ORDINANCE NO. 78-12-04, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 13-03-91, AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE CARE, CONTROL AND WELFARE OF ANIMALS
"RESTRAINT." Any animal secured by a leash or lead, or under the physical control of the animal's owner or attending party, or within the real property limits of its owner.
RESTRAINT. All animals shall be properly restrained as defined in this Section.
"PUBLIC NUISANCE." Any animal which: 
(1) interferes with passersby or passing vehicles; 

(2) Attacks other animals or persons; 

(3) Trespasses on school grounds or other public property; 

(4) Is at large or unrestrained; 

(5) Damages private or public property; 

(6) Barks, whines, howls or makes other sounds common to its species in excess or 

(7) Is offensive or dangerous to public health, safety or welfare by virtue of the number and/or types of animals maintained. 
REMOVAL OF EXCREMENT. Persons responsible for an animal shall immediately remove the animal's excrement from public lands or from the property of another, excepting a blind person working with a guide dog.
CLEAN UP AFTER YOUR DOGS  
Dog waste is a health risk.  It is full of bacteria.  It is NOT fertilizer for your yard.  Scoop up your dog waste and flush it down the toilet.  This is the preferred option because local sewage treatment plants or septic systems treat the pet waste.  Or seal the pet waste in a plastic bag and throw it in the garbage.  Your neighbors and your neighborhood board of directors expect you to clean up after your dog(s).  There are baggies and trash receptacles in the common areas.  Your dues pay for these, so use them.  If your yard is a mess with dog waste you will be asked to clean it up.  If you do not comply, the board will have it cleaned and you will be billed for the service.
