Board Highlights
-The Board is looking to fill two vacant board positions (Community Interests & Community Liaison).  Please contact the board if you are interested.

-A policy clarification was made at the July 25 board meeting regarding temporary pools.  Pool Policy: Temporary (i.e., inflatable) pools should only be used in the summer season, between Memorial Day and Labor Day.  They should either be taken down every night at sundown or secured within a fence.
-The board voted to change the trash can storage policy.  Trash Can Policy:  Other than the day of pick-up, trash receptacles and recycle bins should not be visible from the front of the house and not sitting on the curb of an alleyway.  Both bins should be removed from the curb within 24 hours of pick-up.  Additionally, all trash and recyclables need to fit in the bins provided.
-The board is aware of damaged signs by the pond.  We hope to have them fixed within the next month.

-The broken light at Belfry and Black Farm is being repaired.

-The board is contacting City Hall to have damaged/dead trees along Marilyn Road replaced.
