Home Owner Info
- Although there hasn’t been much snow this winter, a heavy snow storm is never out of the question in Indiana.  Please, please, PLEASE park your car(s) in the garage or driveway so that the plows can clear the streets thoroughly and properly.  The city is not responsible for plowing our alleyways.  Considering this and the bad winter weather of last year, the board has budgeted for an additional push this year.
-According to the Marilyn Ridge Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions section 7.9 Garbage Cans, Tanks, ETC.:
“Not storage tanks of any kind shall be allowed upon a Lot.  No rubbish, trash or garbage containers shall be stored or maintained outdoors except for such temporary storage necessary for immediate pickup of the trash and, in that event, trash shall be stored in appropriate containers.”

This covenant means that trash cans must be stored indoors (garage) and can only be put outside for trash pickup.  This covenant supersedes any previous policy which allowed for trash cans to be stored outside.  

* Bag all trash before loading it into the bin.  This prevents loose trash from falling out when the bin is dumped into the truck.
* The lid of the bin should be able to close completely when outside for pickup.  If the lid cannot close, trash may fall out when the bin is dumped into the truck.

* If all of the trash will not fit securely inside the bin, an additional pickup is required.  Call Republic at 317-917-7300 or visit www.republicservices.com to schedule a pickup.  Additional pickup services are provided curbside only.
