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Important Info
· Front door/porch lamps should be turned on at dusk to increase neighborhood safety.  If your light runs on a photocell and comes on automatically, please make sure it has a working bulb installed.  If your lamp does not run on a photocell, please remember to turn it on in the evening. 
· Concert season at Verizon Wireless Music Center is underway and that can mean increased risk of crime in the surrounding neighborhoods, including Marilyn Ridge.  Please make every attempt to park cars in garages or, at the very least, driveways on concert dates.  And don’t forget to close garage doors and lock car doors. · The City of Noblesville will be resurfacing Greenfield Avenue (SR 238), beginning May 24 (weather permitting).  Duration of this project is estimated at three weeks.  The roadway will remain open during construction; however, delays due to lane restrictions should be anticipated during construction times. · The City of Noblesville’s Clean Storm Water Program helps educate residents on easy ways to personally “go green” and help our environment.  Pet waste is a health risk to people (especially children) and pets.  The waste is full of bacteria and if it’s not picked up, it is washed into the storm drain where it ends up in our rivers, lakes, and streams.  That bacteria is then in our surface water and harms fish and aquatic life.  Unfortunately, studies show that approximately forty percent of Americans do not pick up after their dog.  The two most important ways pet owners can help are:  1)  Scoop up your pet waste and flush it down the toilet.  This is the preferred option because local sewage treatment plants or septic systems treat the pet waste.  Please note:  kitty litter should NOT be flushed down the toilet.  2)  Seal the pet waste in a plastic bag and throw it in the garbage.
