 Important Info:
- At the August HOA meeting, the board elected to add two more positions to the board of directors.  These positions will be up for election in March 2011.
- The HOA board and the Architectural Review Committee (ARC) are currently advising homeowners to suspend any plans for decks or fences.  We have learned that the City of Noblesville’s space requirements do not coincide with those of Marilyn Ridge and we are working to fix the difference.  Those who choose to install decks or fences without approval from both the city and the ARC can be fined and the offending project may be removed.  Please save yourself time and frustration – wait for approval.
- The next HOA board meeting will be Monday September 20, 2010, at 6:30pm and the Noblesville Public Library.  Marilyn Ridge homeowners are welcome and encouraged to attend.
- Alley way repair work began FRIDAY, AUGUST 27, 2010.  Residents should park on the street during alley way work.  Perimeter residents should park in their driveways to allow alley way residents to park on the street.  Work will continue over the course of a few weeks. Please be prepared for temporary alley way closures.  Thank you for your patience.

IT’S IN YOUR HANDS TO KEEP OUR CHILDREN SAFE!

Can you imagine what it would be like if one of our own children were killed by a stranger because that stranger didn’t take the time to stop for a stop sign?   
The family of that child would never stop grieving.  And the community would come together in absolute rage.  In support of our grieving family, many of us would hold them close to our hearts, feed them, pray with them, and maybe hope for a conviction of vehicular homicide or something equally terrible for the perpetrator.  Nothing we do for our grieving family, however, will make that family whole again.   
My home office faces the corner of Cuppola and Belfry and I cringe every day as car after car after car speeds through the stop sign at that corner.  Some of those drivers are strangers.  Some are delivery men.  MOST are neighbors!   
I see other neighbors doing their best to keep their babies close, never letting them out of sight, teaching the older ones to look both ways before they step into the street.  But these kinds of accidents happen in the blink of an eye.  A two-year-old toddler might be two feet away from mom when he discovers a butterfly and chases it into the street before she can stop him.   I pray that I’m worrying for nothing. 
But please - think how it would be if one of your own neighbors was responsible for that child’s death instead of a stranger.   In supporting the grieving parents, you would have to turn your backs on a neighbor you previously cared about.  Or, in defense of a loved neighbor, you might blame a two-year-old child who was simply being a two-year-old!  The community would not come together as one and none of us would be whole again in quite the same way. 
And please, please - think how it would be if YOU were the overly self-important person who killed that child.  If YOU were the person whose time was so valuable you couldn’t (or didn’t) stop for a stop sign.  Could you “undo” those two minutes that caused the death of another human being?  Would your life ever be the same again?  Would you even want it to be?  I don’t think so. 
So please, please, please – STOP SPEEDING AND STOP RUNNING STOP SIGNS!  It is in YOUR hands to keep our children safe.
