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Pastors Rita and Melvin began their ministry in Forteau, Labrador in September
of 2014. Forteau is positioned about 13 km northeast of the Quebec/Labrador
border and includes the small communities of English Point and Buckles Point.
The town has a population about 477 and is one of the largest in the Labrador
Straits region. Its name, Forteau, is derived from the French words meaning
Strong Water.

The passion of the Burton family is to carry the gospel throughout the Labrador
Straits Region as Living Waters Pentecostal Church has a ministry responsibly
spanning from Blanc Sablon heading north up the coastline to Red Bay. Please
pray for the Burton family as they strive to equip the saints to reach families on
this Labrador coastline and that God will pour out His favour upon their family as
they minister into the lives of others.
