THE MARCHING SONG OF THE COVERT BATALLIONS.-- BY BILLY BRAGG WHO WAS IN THE STUDIO WITH ME – THE YEAR WAS 1990. 
CHANGES WERE ROLLING ACROSS EASTERN EUROPE  --  THE SOVIET BLOCK WAS DISINTEGRATING AND VACLEV HAVEL’S VELVET REVOLUTION WAS DISINTERMEDIATING THE COUNTRY FORMERLY KNOWN AS CZEKOSLOVAKIA.  BUT EVEN IN EUROPE, ESPECIALLY IN EUROPE, ALL THAT HAD TO SHARE THE FRONT PAGE WITH WORLD CUP SOCCOR .  AND ON THIS PARTICULAR NIGHT THE U. S. TEAM WAS TECHNICALLY STILL IN THE RACE.

BRAGG  TOLD ME THAT AFTER THEY’D INVITED HIM TO SING, THE PRESIDENT OF THE GROUP THAT HAD INVITED HIM TO CZHEKOSLOVAKIA ATTENDED ONE OF HIS LONDON CONCERTS TO ONE OF HIS LONDON DATES.

BRAGG: 

 And he was just absolutely just distraught that I finished the set with the Internationale because they have just thrown that out. It’s going to be a great paradoz. It’s gonna be very interesting. As a socialist I learned more about my ideasls.  It’s challenging to be a socialist in the United States of America but it’s also challenging being a socialist in Eastern Europe too.
