YOU'RE LISTENING TO A PROGRAM THAT ORIGINALLY AIRED MORE THAN A DECADE AGO. HEAT WAS A LIVE NIGHTLY SHOW FROM NEW YORK AND ALL OVER – AND OFTEN ALL AT ONCE. AT THE TIME, THERE WAS NO OTHER RADIO PROGRAM LIKE IT  NOW WE’RE RE-PRESENTING SOME FAVORITE “HEAT” SHOWS  THAT WE LIKED TO THINK OF AS INVITING THE LEFT BRAIN AND THE RIGHT BRAIN TO GET TOGETHER TO RELAX AT THE END OF THE DAY -- AND BREAK SOME BOUNDRIES BETWEEN NEWS AND ARTS AND POLITICS.  I’D OPEN EACH SHOW WITH AN ESSAY OR AN INTERVIEW OR A SKIT, AND THAT WOULD SET THE TONE FOR THE REST OF THE HOUR.  


FOR THIS SHOW I REMEMBER THE STUDIO WAS PACKED WITH MUSICIANS AND THEIR INSTRUMENTS. I WAS THRILLED TO MEET JAZZ LEGEND, MOSE ALLISON. HIS DAUGHTER, AMY ALLISON WAS ALSO ALONG FOR THAT NIGHT. SHE HAS HAD A PRETTY RESPECTABLE CAREER OF HER OWN SINCE THEN.  SHE'S RELEASED A NUMBER OF CD'S AND HAS APPEARED AS A GUEST VOCALIST WITH THEY MIGHT BE GIANTS AND MUDHONEY.
