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    Legacy of New Orleans preserved with radio show and website 

August 31, 2007: San Anselmo, CA - In the privileged community of Marin County, one resident is growing tired of the delay in federal dollars trickling down to the residents of New Orleans. Linda Seabright, a frequent traveler to the city, witnessed the devastation of Hurricane Katrina firsthand in 2006, and in 2007 the government’s egregious lack of response. To address the issue, she has established a non-profit dedicated to the re-building effort of the Big Easy. The website, www.mynolanow.org, features a resource page with links to sites devoted to aiding New Orleans and listings of upcoming Bay Area performances of musicians from New Orleans.

Seabright has also amassed an impressive collection of heartfelt and moving oral stories from musicians such as Allan Toussaint, George Porter Jr, Irma Thomas, Marcia Ball, Delfeayo Marsalis and others. Other performers’ interviews from JazzFest include Elvis Costello and Etta James. The intention is to publish and annotate this collection as a means of preserving the heritage of New Orleans musicians and their personal histories.  What can be done to help New Orleans? What about the musicians who aren’t fortunate enough to tour – is there work for them at home? What can the rest of the country do to help? These and other questions are addressed in the oral stories.

Ms. Seabright has broadcast her interviews on Public Radio at KRCB 91.1FM and will be featuring them tomorrow night, in a special New Orleans show devoted to its music and history.
