If you ask producer Sue Mell where she's from she'll say New York even though she's lived in San Francisco for the past 13 years.  And in a town like San Francisco, a town of immigrants and transients, that's no short amount of time. 

If you're away that long from what you consider to be your home it undoubtedly changes, and if you've never really made a home out of the new place you live… you can feel kind of disembodied.  This state, this state of being between worlds is a common thread connecting all the ghosts of literature--it's a story of going home when you're not really sure what home is.
