SUGGESTED HOST INTRO

Producer Lu Olkowski sends us this audio postcard from Westchester County, New York, where she recently spent the afternoon with a family who are such big Harry Potter fans, that they planned a real Quidditch match for their son Lucas’ seventh birthday party. 

Normally Quidditch involves flying.  It’s like playing rugby or soccer while riding through the sky on a broomstick, but since they’re muggles (non-wizards to you and me) they’ll be running with their broomsticks.

But real Harry Potter fans know Quidditch is all about catching the Golden Snitch – a tiny, little golden ball with wings - whichever team catches the Snitch, wins the game.

(ambi: screen door to outside)

(I get closer to: kids & adults playing)

Mike & other parents: oh, the Golden Snitch! (some mic handling) – I’m gonna get it – get it – gotta grab it – gotta catch it (kids laughing and screaming) catch it – get it Wesley get it – oh, they got it – Gryffindor got it – Brandon got the Golden Snitch – cheers and screams – we won!
