Hello, I’m Jack Doepke, and this is “Spiritual Reflections From Combat: The Bill Schiebler Story,” from Inner Journey Productions.  (:15 quote teaser from Bill Schiebler) (music transition)

Narrator introduction continues:

In 1965, Bill Schiebler, twenty four, was a first lieutenant sent to fight in the central highlands of Vietnam with the First Air Cavalry Division.  After 5 ½ months of ferocious combat, Schiebler was one of just four soldiers left from the 186 men who were part of his original Rifle Company.  Schiebler was wounded over 10 times, receiving four purple hearts and a bronze star for valor.  In combat, Schiebler had to kill many – most likely over one hundred enemy North Vietnamese soldiers, and only survive himself through a series of what Schiebler considers “miracles.”  Today, Bill Schiebler lives in Eden Prairie, Minnesota, is a grandfather, marriage counselor, and suffers from multiple sclerosis.  In the following interview, this Vietnam veteran shares some of his remarkable and painful experiences in the hope his story will help others learn, heal, and move on to achieve a richer, more meaningful life. Narrator 1: Before being sent to Vietnam for combat duty, Schiebler’s platoon has a chance encounter with a civil rights leader.   (Schiebler interview segment)  Track 1 (5:49)
Narrator 2: 1965. Integration in the army has just begun.  Racial prejudice and animosity are running strong in the army.  Having just arrived in Viet Nam, racial tension in Schiebler’s platoon explodes.  (Schiebler interview segment)   Track 1 (13:30)

Narrator re-intro:   I’m Jack Doepke, and we are talking with Bill Schiebler, army ranger and Viet Nam war veteran sharing “spiritual reflections” from his grueling combat experiences in Viet Nam during 1965 and 66.  

Narrator 3:  Bill Schiebler’s attitude about race relations is transformed by his decision to add a trouble-making black soldier named Jimbo, to his platoon.  This decision ultimately transforms Bill into an advocate for racial harmony and diversity.  (Schiebler interview segment) Track 2 (9:06)
Narrator 4:  In a surprise mortar attack, Jimbo is severely wounded.  Later that same day, Schiebler is also severely wounded.  (Schiebler interview segment)  Track 2 (14:10)

Narrator re-intro: I’m Jack Doepke and we are talking with Bill Schiebler, army ranger and Viet Nam war veteran sharing “spiritual lessons learned” from his grueling combat experiences in Viet Nam during 1965 and 66.

Narrator 5:  Bill Schiebler’s platoon is engaged in one of the infamous battles of the early Viet Nam War, fought in the Ia Drang Valley, which became known as the “Valley of Death.”  (Schiebler interview segment) Track 3 (1:57)
Narrator 6:  Bill Schiebler risks his life to rescue his friend, Paul Mobley, a fellow officer stranded behind enemy lines.  During the rescue effort, Schiebler must make a decision to kill or save a wounded enemy soldier.  Remembering advice from his grandfather affects his decision:  (Schiebler interview segment) Track 3 (11:45)
Narrator 7:  Late one night, Schiebler and ten of his platoon are positioned to spring an ambush.  Unprepared for the hundreds of enemy soldiers approaching on the trail, Schiebler and his men remain quiet and undetected…but the unexpected happens.  Schiebler’s army ranger training saves them from sure death.  (Schiebler interview segment)  Track 3 (16:43) 
Narrator 8:  Schiebler and his men make a fateful decision.  After the aborted ambush, Schiebler realizes hundreds of enemy soldiers will be approaching their company’s front line.  To avoid being trapped, Schiebler and his ten men must head back to their lines at night – something their war training has taught them never to do.  You are likely to face “friendly fire” – your own side shooting at you.  (Schiebler interview segment)  Track 3 (22:41)
Narrator 9:  Bill Schiebler returns to the states as a wounded veteran, struggling to adjust to civilian life.  He recalls a flashback experience that terrorizes him.  Using concepts from his army ranger training, Schiebler works through his problems, ultimately deciding an act of forgiveness will help him heal.  (Schiebler interview segment)   (Music transition)  Track 3 (28:36)
