In the wake of the horrors of World War II, when tens of millions of soldiers and civilians were killed in places like Normandy, Stalingrad, Auschwitz and Hiroshima; leaders in the newly formed United Nations proclaimed the Universal Declaration of Human Rights on December 10th, 1948. The goal was to detail and protect basic political, social, religious, educational and subsistence rights that every person in the world was entitled to. Sixty years later, the Declaration remains a touchstone for how governments treat their citizens. Despite that, billions of people are still deprived of these rights. 
Afropop Worldwide, a weekly program broadcast by [CALL LETTERS AND FREQUENCY] on [TIME] this [DAY], will present a special edition on the 60th anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. The program features interviews with four leading contemporary artists from Africa—Grammy Award-winner Angelique Kidjo from Benin, rising Sudanese hip hop star Emmanuel Jal, Senegalese singer-songwriter and activist El Hadj N’Diaye, Somalian poet/hip hop artist K’Naan—as well as American singer and activist Michael Franti. The artists comment on what they see as the state of human rights in their countries, in the world at large and how it has inspired their songwriting including songs heard on the program.
Beyond discussion of particulars of the Declaration of Human Rights, the artists raise 

fundamental issues such as the role of the diamond, oil, and gold industries in helping to create destabilizing situations on the ground in Africa. The artists lambaste African politicians who seem to care only for themselves and nothing for their people. Another issue is the role of the western media in virtually ignoring human rights crises, such as the atrocious current situation in eastern Congo where mass rape and sex slavery are common. The artists point out that the media’s lack of interest, coupled with the seeming indifference of the general public, allows human rights abuses to continue. 

This program was produced in collaboration with Amnesty International and Link TV Television Without Borders. Link TV produced the interviews for Amnesty International.
