Trauma Recovery (3:00)

A number of Haitian families are coming to the U.S. and many will arrive with physical and mental scars from the earthquake that virtually destroyed Port-au-Prince.  Overcoming horrific trauma is possible.  Psychologist Dr. Richard Mollica has been working with refugees for more than two decades at the Harvard Center for Refugee Trauma.  He talks with host Peggy Wehmeyer. 

Cow People (4:25)

What happens when you introduce a Holstein bull with a herd of Zebu cows?  You get a heartier cow and a lot of milk.  From Senegal, reporter Will Everett tells us about a project that’s starting a dairy boom in the savannah of Western Africa.

Cart Pusher (4:03) 

Zimbabwe’s economic woes have driven many into self-employment.  Some men have gone into the cart pusher business.  As the country’s economy deteriorated hand-pushed carts started appearing on the streets of Harare, Zimbabwe’s capital.  They move everything from groceries to building materials, even hospital patients. 

Ish Mafundikwa spent some time with a cart pusher and sent us this latest installment in our street vendor series.

Street Kid (3:25)

Tourists to Jamaica can buy everything from underwear to pirated DVDs by just walking down the streets of Kingston.  Reporter Judith Ritter says it’s a place where people scramble to make a living while dreaming of a better life.  She met a man like that who calls himself “Street Kid.”

Music from Bob Marley (2:00)

Selling Shoes to Save Iraqi Kids (7:21)

Jeremy Courtney is an American who, along with his family, lives in the Kurdish region of Iraq.  In 2007, he set up an organization that sells handmade traditional Kurdish shoes online. He uses the profits to send children to Turkey for heart surgery. He talks with Peggy Wehmeyer.

Ladakh Movies (5:11)

Movies shot in Bollywood -- India’s version of Hollywood -- more often than not are filled with glamorous men and women involved in stories of love and betrayal.  In a corner of northeastern India called Ladakh, they’ve started a low-budget movie industry of their own.  Ladaki’s are Buddhist, unlike the Hindu majority.  They live in small villages high up in the mountains.  They even look different from the Bollywood ideal.  They look more like ethnic Tibetans or Chinese. 

And they speak an entirely different language.  The Ladakh make movies that represent what they want to see – which tend to be more traditional love stories.  Ben Arnoldy wrote about the Ladakhi movie industry for the Christian Science Monitor.  He told Peggy Wehmeyer the growth of local movies has also been influenced by a recent influx of tourists into the mountain region. 

Momos (3:38)

Tibetans love their momos – little steamed dumplings similar to Chinese potstickers – and they're very popular in McLeod Ganj, India.  That’s where many Tibetan exiles live.  In this installment of our series "What's Cooking," reporter Peter Aronson finds that in exile, Tibetan cuisine can't avoid mingling with the flavors of its host country, or escape the influence of the many Western tourists who stream through the Himalayan town.
