Rubble (3:52)

Haiti is in the middle of a massive clean up effort.  Piles of rubble from buildings that collapsed in the earthquake over a month ago are finally being cleared.  The government has designated a special dumpsite for the rubble on the outskirts of Port au Prince.  Trucks full of debris come and go all day depositing loads of concrete and other materials.  Reporter Grant Fuller met a man who salvages metal from the rubble.  Here’s his story from Port au Prince.

Just call it snowboarding for Haiti.  That’s one of the offshoots of this year’s Winter Olympics in Vancouver.  The games provide an international stage and this year groups are using that platform to raise money to help Haiti recover from its devastating earthquake.  Sadie Babits has been covering the games. Olympic Clinic (4:07)

As politicians gathered in Washington this week to take another stab at trying to find a compromise on health care reform legislation, athletes at the Olympics in Vancouver get special treatment at a pair of state-of-the-art health clinics.  Some athletes from developing countries use the clinics for routine medical care, which they don’t get at home.  Peggy Wehmeyer talks with reporter Sadie Babits about the clinics. 

CFW Clinics (7:55)

Former businessman Scott Hillstrom thought he was done with work. He took the fruits of his success and retired to New Zealand.  But he came out of retirement and today he’s running a series of franchised health clinics in Kenya and Rwanda.  Many in the health care world believe his clinics are a model for transforming the delivery of life-saving drugs in Africa. Hillstrom told the World Vision Report’s Peggy Wehmeyer his life changed after a car accident in New Zealand.

Reveal (3:28)

It was more than just a box of candy and some flowers for Valentine’s Day for a special group of women in New York City.  They're all victims of crimes perpetrated against women including domestic violence and sex trafficking.  They were treated to a day of pampering.  But as Lily Jamali explains, for them, the gift means so much more.  A note here: names have been changed to protect the identities of the women involved.

In India recently, a large gathering of women welcomed reporter Will Everett to a special celebration.  But Will wasn’t happy about it.  In fact, he was annoyed. Fortuneteller (2:39)

Everyone’s heard of fortunetellers.  But have you ever heard of fortune-telling parrots?  You can find them in Pakistan…telling fortunes, and helping their owners earn a few pennies at the same time.  Jessica Partnow sent us this story for our street vendor series.

Black Kilns (8:38)

More than a thousand young boys have gone missing in rural China over the last few years.

For most parents, reports to police have resulted in little or no action.  So parents have formed their own search parties to try and find their sons.  Paul Mooney is a freelance reporter living in China.  He’s been following this story and joins Peggy Wehmeyer from Beijing.

“Factory Girls” -- a Reading (2:06)

Millions of young people in rural China voluntarily leave their homes and families each year.  They move from the countryside to more urban areas in search of jobs.  And China’s recent economic recovery means that -- once again - there are jobs for those who want them.  Author Leslie Chang wrote about rural girls who flock to the factories.  Chang was born in America but spent a decade in China, working as a correspondent for the Wall Street Journal.  In her book, Factory Girl, Chang tells the story of Min.  Min worked in a factory making alarm clocks and calculators.  She slept in a cramped dorm with 11 other workers.  She made about $50 a month.

Toymaker (4:07)

Visit any toy store and you'll see a dizzying array of models  – from simple wooden blocks to complex child-size cars with gadgetry.  What are often missing from the option-packed aisles are handcrafted toys made in small-scale workshops.  Reporter Shannon Young takes us to one toy workshop in Oaxaca, Mexico that not only produces beautiful handmade pieces, but also recycles.
