Chile Earthquake (2:25?)

U.S. Secretary of State Hillary Clinton has promised an extensive package of relief supplies and equipment to earthquake ravaged Chile.  The temblor killed more than 800 people and displaced another two million.  Reporter Jen Ross had been sponsoring a child in Chile.  After the earthquake, Ross wonders about the little girl she hasn’t seen in years.  She files this reporter’s notebook.

When Ellen Johnson-Sirleaf- was sworn in as President of Liberia in 2004, she became the first female head-of-state in Africa. Syria has the largest concentration of Iraqi refugees in the region, with more than a million in Damascus alone. Zap Mama is making a name for itself in world music circles.  The founder of the group is Mari Daulne.
