Sudan Elections (4:37 plus music)

The first multi-party elections in 24 years have just finished in Sudan.  The elections were part of the deal that ended the civil war between the Muslim North and the Christian oil-rich South.

Many opposition parties boycotted the election, calling it a sham.  It’s widely believed President Omar Al Bashir will retain his position after the election.  But what the Sudanese are watching most closely in this election is whether or not it will open the door to a future referendum that would allow Southern Sudan to secede and gain its independence.  That’s something the Sudanese People’s Liberation Movement wants.  Reporter Trevor Snapp is in Sudan, covering the elections.  Peggy Wehmeyer spoke to him by phone.

Tragedy.  Hopelessness.  Devastation.  A lot of words have been used to describe Haiti after the earthquake, almost all of them negative.  But Grant Fuller brings us a story from Port-au-Prince about a street vendor who brings joy to people -- one cup of shaved ice at a time.

Betty Makoni (9:41)

Zimbabwe gained its independence from Britain 30 years ago.  Lavish anniversary celebrations include concerts, parades and soccer games.  But the country’s economy is in ruins.  Zimbabwe was once called the “breadbasket of Africa.”  Now, it’s dependent on food aid.  The breakdown of the society in Zimbabwe has led to an epidemic of child abuse, according to Betty Makoni.  She’s the founder of the Girl Child Network in Zimbabwe.  She’s rescued 35,000 girls from abuse.  Peggy Wehmeyer spoke with Betty Makoni who now lives in exile in London. 

Musical Bridge:  A touch of the Marleys (1:00)

Reggae star Bob Marley was the highlight of Zimbabwe Independence Day celebrations in 1980.

Now – 30 years later – the family of the late singer will appear at a concert to celebrate the anniversary.  Here’s Ziggy, Rita and Cedella Marley with a portion of their song “I love you, too” from the album Family Time. 

Bus Busker (2:30)

Reporter Laura Spero lives in New York City, but she travels to Nepal every year.  There, a single winding road connects Nepal’s capital, Katmandu, to the popular city of Pokhara.  Laura’s made the seven-hour bus trip between the two cities many times.  She always keeps a recorder on hand because, as she tells us in this reporter’s notebook, you never know when something surprising might happen.
