The Homecoming (3:28)

In southern Sudan, the vote for independence is over.  Early results from last week’s referendum show people voted overwhelmingly in favor of secession.  One of the first challenges facing a new South Sudan government is how to cope with the huge influx of what are being called “returnees.” Nearly two million displaced people have returned to the south since the 2005 peace agreement ended the war between the north and south Sudan.  And in the last few months, hundreds of thousands more came back to vote in the referendum and be part of a new independent country.  That kind of influx would be a huge strain for any country, but it’s especially difficult for South Sudan.  The region is already dealing with a shortage of food, energy, and water, and there are few schools or hospitals.  Despite all those troubles, there’s also much joy, as families separated by war are finally able to re-unite.  Reporter Bonnie Allen shared in one emotional homecoming.  From the shores of the Nile River, she sent this reporter’s notebook. 

On the Rise Bakery (6:55)

Detroit’s image is pretty tarnished these days. Car factories are closed. Unemployment is through the roof -- as high as 50% according to some officials.  So it might come as a surprise to hear that new businesses are actually opening in Detroit.  They’re small ones -- like On the Rise Bakery.
