Libya Update (4:57)
The situation in Libya remains volatile. Forces loyal to Muammar Ghadafi are battling pro-democracy protesters who want him out of power.  The World Vision Report's Bonnie Allen is in Benghazi, in eastern Libya, the stronghold of the opposition.  She talks with Rachel Louise Snyder.

Africa Revolt (5:55)

Like millions around the world we’ve been following the wave of protests that has swept across North Africa and the Middle East, and we’ve been wondering whether this wave would reach sub-Saharan Africa.  So far, it hasn’t. There HAS been a call for protests in Zimbabwe, but don’t stop there. Africa is not short of autocratic rulers.  So what does it mean that sub-Saharan Africa has mostly stayed out of the fray? And will it stay that way?  Economist Yaw Nyarko has been watching the situation closely.  He’s a professor of economics at New York University and is from Ghana.  He told the World Vision Report’s Beverley Abel there are some countries that are ripe for rebellion. 

Koushary (3:52)

When the massive pro-democracy protests in Cairo began in late January, restaurants and stores around the city’s center closed their doors.  Tahrir Square was full of thousands of people, day after day for 18 days, sleeping there, praying there, and eating there.  Even in a revolution, people have to eat.  So lucky for the Cairo protestors Abu Tariq’s restaurant stayed open.  And throughout the protests it served up the popular Egyptian dish called koshari.  It was all take out and the plastic koshari containers littered Tahrir Square.  So koshari became the food of the revolution and Assia Boundaiou went to Abu Tariq’s to see it being made.

Jailed Kurdish Children (6:10)

During the turmoil of the last few weeks, Turkey’s been held up as a model of a democratic Muslim country.  But Turkey’s got problems of its own. Just this week, Kurdish guerillas called off a six-month ceasefire in their long battle for political autonomy.  Hundreds of Kurds – including many children - were jailed under Turkey’s brutal anti-terror law. They were accused of supporting the banned Kurdish Workers Party or PKK.  The anti-terror law was changed last summer because of international pressure – and many of the children have been released.  But life after prison can be equally brutal for these kids. Dorian Jones reports.

Arabian Knightz (5:50)

For years under the Mubarak regime in Egypt, musicians and writers were forced to censor themselves.  Or be harassed by the secret police.  Now, for all artists, it’s a new day.  Bonnie Allen reports from Cairo.

Buzzwords in Philanthropy (6:43) 

Its nearly tax time – and soon you’ll be counting up all those donations you made over the last year.  It’s confusing these days to keep track because you can make donations in many different ways: texting, clicking a button on a website, or just adding a dollar at a checkout stand. Charitable giving is such a convenient way of projecting a positive image that professional athletes and movie stars do it.  But in philanthropy, just like everything else, fads come and go. Lucy Bernholz has been tracking philanthropic giving for years and she recently compiled a list of the hottest buzzwords in philanthropy.  She spoke with the World Vision Report’s Melinda Penkava.

Culion Island (4:40)

Culion Island is a remote chunk of land in the Philippines that once housed the world’s largest leper colony.  At its peak, 16,000 patients lived there. The island has turned itself around, thanks in part to an entrepreneurial pastor.  Culion, once called the Land of the Living Dead, has undergone a remarkable transformation.

Organ Grinder (4:25) 

Mexico City is a noisy place most of the time, partly because of the musicians standing on busy intersections playing music on street organs. You know, the old, boxy instruments with a hand crank on the side. The organs were made in Germany over 100 years ago. Today many of them are falling apart. That’s where Silvia Hernandez comes in. She’s one of only a few people who can fix the ancient instruments.  Our Mexico correspondent, Grant Fuller, has her story.
