Help Portrait (6:40)

From the unrest in the Middle East to the devastation in Japan, the flow of recent news has been at times heartbreaking.  So when we heard about a group here in the US trying to change lives in the simplest way, all of us here on the show wanted to hear the story.  Jeremy Cowart is a famous photographer who set out to help the homeless. His idea seemed so elemental it bordered on brilliant.  There are things most of us take for granted, like having photos of ourselves and our family.  Now imagine being homeless and never having these images.  Jeremy’s non-profit, “Help Portrait,” set out to change this. The World Vision Report’s Rachel Louis Snyder spoke to Jeremy from Nashville.

Waiting in Dadaab (3:49)

The unrest in the Middle East is causing a huge refugee crisis. How this will play out in the long term is anyone’s guess.  But history tells us refugees sometimes never return home.  This September will mark the 20th anniversary of the opening of Dadaab, the world's largest refugee camp. Almost all of Dadaab's 270,000 refugees fled to the camp in eastern Kenya to escape the conflict in neighboring Somalia.  But as reporter Nick Wadhams found out during a recent visit, no one is celebrating the upcoming milestone.

Surgeon Shortage (6:12) 

Uganda desperately needs surgeons. In a country of 32 million people, there are only about a hundred specialist surgeons.  As a result, accident victims with critical injuries must sometimes wait weeks or months for operations. One reason for the shortage: Ugandan medical students increasingly choose to work in the better paying field of HIV and AIDS care. Bonnie Allen reports.

Mamou Playboys (7:45)

It’s been a year since the gulf oil spill devastated coastal communities there. And because they’re so dependent on the local economy, the Cajun community was hit especially hard.  Cajun band Steve Riley and the Mamou Playboys recently released an album called Grand Isle, memorializing the disaster. The title track is about a magical island off the coast of Louisiana that was savaged by the spill. Steve Riley and David Greely joined Melinda Penkava from a studio in Lafayette, Louisiana to talk about the album.  David Greely explains why he wrote this song.
