bringing potential to life

A buffer zone provides relief to the signature, visually distancing it from other elements that might
confuse its clarity. This area allows the signature to stand apart from its surroundings and facilitates
rapid recognition. Certain minimum distances between the signature and other graphic elements must
be maintained to ensure consistency and clear legibility. The illustration below indicates the minimum
space around the signature that should remain free of other elements.
