as a teacher, principal and leader of schools and school systems. As secretary of education, Dr.
King brings a continued commitment to advancing excellence and equity for every student,
supporting educators and elevating the teaching profession and improving college affordability
and completion rates.

Prior to his arrival at the Department of Education, Dr. King served as the commissioner of education for the state of New York. In this
role, he served as chief executive officer of the State Education Department and as president of the University of the State of New
York, overseeing the state’s elementary and secondary schools (serving 3.1 million students); public, independent and proprietary
colleges and universities; libraries; museums and numerous other educational institutions. Dr. King was one of the nation’s youngest
state education leaders at the time of his appointment and the first African-American and Puerto Rican to serve as New York State
education commissioner.

A strong, committed global voice for science literacy, Dr. Mae C. Jemison founded the international science camp The Earth We
Share™ (TEWS) in 1994 for students 12-16 years old from around the world. She also founded and chairs the Dorothy Jemison
Foundation for Excellence and serves as national advocate for Bayer Corporation’s award-winning Making Science Make Sense
program. Additionally, Dr. Jemison is currently leading 100 Year Starship (100YSS), an initiative seed-funded by the Department of
Defense’s Defense Advanced Research Project Agency to assure the capability for human interstellar space travel to another star is
possible within the next 100 years.

Dr. Jemison, the first woman of color in the world to go into space, served for six years as a NASA astronaut. She flew aboard the
Space Shuttle Endeavour in September 1992 and was NASA's first Science Mission Specialist, performing experiments in material
science, life science and human adaptation to weightlessness. Prior to NASA, Dr. Jemison was Area Peace Corps Medical Officer for
Sierra Leone and Liberia, overseeing the healthcare system for Peace Corps. In her book, “Find Where the Wind Goes,” Dr. Jemison
writes for teenagers about growing up on the south side of Chicago, cultivating her aspiration to be a scientist, experiences as a
medical student in Africa and her history-making journey into space.

Parton, Hal Ketchum, Timothy B. Schmit of the Eagles, Billy Ray Cyrus, Sherrie Austin, Rodney
Atkins and Tammy Cochran, as well as several indie artists. “Little Bird,” recorded by Sherrie Austin, peaked at number 4 on Billboard’s
Top Country Singles Sales Chart. His heartland-country-rock songs are often licensed for television.

General Liability
The General Liability policy protects you from lawsuits if someone was injured at one of your organization’s activities
and held you responsible. The liability limit for a lawsuit is $1,000,000 or $2,000,000, with no deductible. The policy also
provides $5,000 of medical payments if a lawsuit has not been filed. Some activities covered include skating parties, fall
carnivals, bounce houses, dunking booths, fun runs, auctions, and more. Injuries resulting from transportation are not
covered under this policy.

Accident Medical
The Accident Medical policy is designed to complement your General Liability policy. It provides medical coverage only
(no coverage for a lawsuit) for injuries sustained at one of your organization’s activities. This coverage also applies to
injuries specifically excluded from the general liability policy such as mechanical rides, school buses, automobiles, and
watercraft. This policy includes payment for cost of medical treatment arising from accidents occurring on school
buses for your sponsored field trips. The Accident Medical limits are $10,000, $25,000, and $50,000, with no
deductible.

Bond Insurance
The Bond policy protects your money. It covers anyone who your organization trusts with the money whether it’s a
President, Treasurer, board member, volunteer, or courier. If that person embezzles (run off) with your money, this
policy would replace those missing funds. The bond limits are $10,000, $25,000, and $50,000, with a $250 deductible.

Property Insurance
The Property policy protects your raffle merchandise, auction items and fundraising supplies while it is in your
possession. This policy also protects any personal property of your organization such as popcorn machines, snow cone
makers, school store supplies, emergency relief supplies, and more. The policy limit is $10,000, with a $250 deductible.

Officers Liability
The Officers Liability policy protects the organization from lawsuits for “wrongful acts”. If someone sued the officers of
your organization for mismanagement, misrepresentations, dissemination of false or misleading information, or
inappropriate actions this policy would pay to defend you against those actions. This policy is also referred to as
Directors and Officers Liability (D&0). The policy limit is $1,000,000, with a $1,500 deductible.

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Convention Microphone Procedures

To expedite convention business, the following microphone procedures are being used:
Only voting delegates will be allowed to speak at a microphone. There will be four microphones,
numbered 1 through 4, on the floor. Each microphone has a specific purpose, as follows:

Microphone 1:
To make a main motion or to make an amendment.

Microphone 2:
For voting delegates wishing to speak FOR the pending motion.
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Microphone 3:
For voting delegates wishing to speak AGAINST the pending motion.

Microphone 4:

For voting delegates wishing to make a motion of high priority, such as a
point of information, point of order, appeal or question of privilege.

Convention Parliamentary Procedures

MOTIONS
Raise a question of privilege To protect the rights of the assembly or any delegate; used for the comfort
of the assembly (concerning temperature, audio problems, etc.)
Division of the assembly To request that a voice vote be taken again by a rising vote;
may be made without going to a microphone
Division of the question To divide a motion into two or more independent questions
and to discuss and take a separate vote on each part.
Point of order To call attention to a violation of the rules.
Appeal Used when a delegate does not agree with a ruling of the chair. The appeal
requires a second and must be made immediately at the time of the ruling.
A majority or tie vote sustains the decision of the chair.
Amendments To modify the wording of a pending motion before the vote is taken.
Methods of amending By inserting words or by adding words at the end.
By striking out words.
By striking out words and insert different words and by inserting different words.
Types of amendments Primary amendments must be germane (related)
(Only two amendments may be pending at one time, a primary and a
secondary) to the main motion.
Secondary amendments must be germane to the primary amendment.
Amendments require a majority vote and must be submitted in writing on
forms obtained from a microphone attendant.
Extend (or limit) debate To increase (or decrease) the amount of time or number of times a

delegate may speak or to increase (or decrease) the total amount of
debate on a question; requires a two-thirds (2/3) vote.
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2016 Convention Standing Rules

8.

2016 Proposed National PTA Convention Standing Rules
(To be adopted by the convention delegates)

BADGES:
All delegates and guests must display official convention identification to enter the general meetings.

ELECTRONIC DEVICES:
Mobile phones and pagers must be silenced during all business meetings. Video cameras and recording equipment,
other than that approved by the president, shall not be permitted in the general meetings.

MATERIALS:
The president or president’s designee shall approve all material prior to its distribution at the national convention.

CONVENTION COMMITTEES:
A. The president shall appoint all committees that are considered necessary for the functioning of the convention.

B. The president shall appoint a committee of three members to audit the minutes of the convention.
The board of directors shall approve the convention minutes.

AGENDA:
The president shall adjust the agenda as required for smooth operation of the assembly.

MESSAGES:
No messages may be presented directly to the chair. All messages and announcements must be submitted in writing to a
page or other designated person

VOTING:
A. At the time of registration, each voting delegate shall receive the following:

(i) A keypad card. The keypad card shall be exchanged for a voting keypad for business meetings. Voting keypads
shall not be removed from the assembly hall. At the conclusion of a business meeting or when leaving the
assembly hall for any other reason, a delegate must exchange the voting keypad for a keypad card.

(i) A voting card. If a delegate loses the voting card, the delegate must report to the credentials desk to obtain a
replacement card.

B. When directed by the presiding officer, a delegate, while remaining seated, shall vote by:
(i) Using the voting keypad,

(i) raising the voting card and voting by voice.

C. During a counted rising vote, the doors will be closed and admission will be granted only after the chair
announces the results of the vote.

D. In cases in which malfunctioning of the electronic voting keypads prevents successful voting, in whole or in part,
by that means, balloting for one or more positions shall be conducted at times and in accordance with instructions
established by the President in conjunction with the Executive Director and Elections Committee. (NPTA Board of
Directors Policy, 8.08 #3).

DELEGATE RECOGNITION:

A. Delegates must show their voting card to make motions, debate, and vote. All motions shall be written on a motion
form, signed by the maker, and delivered to motion table before making the motion except that no written motion
is required for requests for information or points of order.

B. Delegates wishing to speak will go to the appropriate microphone, present his/her voting card to the microphone
attendant, sign in, and wait for recognition by the chair before speaking. When recognized, delegates will give their
name, the PTA represented, and the city and state of the PTA.
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C. There will be four microphones, numbered 1 through 4 on the floor. Each microphone has a specific purpose as
follows:

(i) Microphone 1: For proposing ALL motions.
(ii) Microphone 2: Delegates wishing to speak FOR a motion or an amendment.
(iii) Microphone 3: Delegates wishing to speak AGAINST a motion or an amendment.
(iv) Microphone 4: For Parliamentary Inquiries, Points of Order, Points of Information.
9. DEBATE:
A.The chair shall recognize speakers in alternating order speaking in the affirmative and the negative.

B. A delegate shall be limited to two speeches of not more than two (2) minutes on any debatable question.
No one shall speak on a motion twice before all speakers have spoken once.
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C. Items of business, including resolutions, each bylaw article, shall be limited to no more than 20 minutes, unless
specified otherwise in these rules. Extension of debate on any of the time limits established in these rules shall
require a two-thirds (2/3) vote.

10. AMENDMENTS:
Primary amendments to a resolution or the proposed bylaws must be presented in writing on a motion form. Only the
“resolved” clauses of resolutions may be amended. The Resolutions Committee will edit the “whereas” clauses as necessary.
Members of the Resolutions and the Bylaws and Policy Committees will be available to assist delegates wishing to submit
amendments. Secondary amendments may be made at Microphone 1 at the appropriate time.

A.Resolutions Amendments submission deadline is 11:45 a.m., Thursday, June 30, 2016, before General Meeting 2.
B. Bylaws Amendments submissions deadline is 1:00 p.m., Thursday, June 30, 2016, before General Meeting 3.
11. BYLAWS REVISION:

A.The Bylaws & Policy Committee shall be authorized to correct article and section designations, punctuation, and
cross-references and to make such other technical and conforming changes as may be necessary to reflect the
intent of the membership in connection with the bylaws amendments adopted at the 2015 and 2016 conventions.

B. The proposed bylaws revision, noticed in accordance with Article XXVI of the Bylaws, shall be deemed to have
been moved and seconded to the extent otherwise required for its consideration, and will be considered as follows:

(i) The proposed bylaws shall be considered seriatim (article by article). The reading of each article shall not be
required.

(i) Proposed amendments to the bylaws submitted according to Rule #10 shall be considered in order of submission
during the seriatim consideration of the bylaws. When the time arrives for the consideration of each pre-submitted
amendment, the president shall recognize the delegate who submitted it to move its adoption.

(iii) During the seriatim consideration of the proposed bylaws revision, total debate for each article shall be limited to
20 minutes, at the conclusion of which no further amendment of that article can be moved until the entire document
has been declared open to amendment. Total debate on the provisos shall be limited to 20 minutes. Debate after

the entire document has been declared open to amendment shall be limited to 30 minutes, after which no further
amendments to the document may be moved.

(iv) A substitute to the proposed revision as a whole shall not be allowed.

12. CANDIDATES:
Candidates seeking an office or position shall abide by the policy on elections adopted by the board of directors.

13. EXHIBITORS:
Only those individuals or groups who have purchased space in the exhibit hall or have been approved by the president may
sell or distribute material at the convention. Exhibitor sales activities must be confined to the limits of the exhibit booth.

8.08 VOTING AND BALLOTING
During the National PTA Convention, the following applies to voting and balloting for elections for office:

1. Candidates’ names will appear on the screen associated with the electronic voting in the order in which they
gave their candidate speech as determined in Policy 8.05.

2. Electronic balloting by voting keypad for election shall be initiated on Saturday of convention.

3. In cases in which malfunctioning of the electronic voting keypads prevents successful voting, in whole or in part,
by that means, balloting for one or more positions shall be conducted at times and in accordance with
instructions established by the president in conjunction with the Executive Director and Convention Election
Committee Chair.

4. In the event that a majority vote is not achieved in the first or second round of balloting, the candidate with the
lowest votes will be dropped from the ballot before any subsequent balloting. The remaining candidates shall
be allowed one minute for an additional presentation.

5. No electioneering shall take place inside the location of the general meetings.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) 2014, shows that electronic cigarette (e-cigarette)
use among students, grades 6-12 tripled in one year's time, and

E-cigarettes contain fruit and candy flavors and use cartoons and celebrities, which are appealing to youth,
in their advertising and there are no federal restrictions preventing the sale and advertising of e-cigarettes to
minors. The U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) has banned such marketing techniques and
advertising for cigarettes, and

FDA and other analyses have found that e-cigarettes contain a number of toxins, carcinogens and
components suspected of being harmful to humans and has acknowledged that consumers of e-cigarette
products currently have no way of knowing whether e-cigarettes are safe or how much nicotine or other
potentially harmful chemicals are being inhaled. There is no regulatory oversight of the manufacturing
process, and injuries and deaths have occurred from e-cigarettes, and

E-cigarettes contain nicotine, which is a highly addictive drug and has immediate bio-chemical effects on
the brain and body. It is toxic in high doses. According to the CDC, phone calls to poison control centers
related to toxic levels of nicotine exposure from e-cigarettes increased more than 14 fold since 2011 and

The American Academy of Pediatrics, National Association of Attorneys General, American Lung Association,
the American Heart Association and other organizations support e-cigarettes to be regulated and the FDA
has the authority to regulate e-cigarettes. E-cigarettes were deemed to be harmful to youth and other
individuals by the United States Court of Appeals, and

Some school districts in the US have enacted policies to restrict or prohibit the use of e-cigarettes on school
grounds and some municipalities have enacted policies to restrict or prohibit the use of e-cigarettes in
public places, therefore be it

That National PTA and its constituent associations support legislation, regulation and/or other national, state
and local measures to address the manufacturing of and ingredients in e-cigarettes, as well as to prohibit the
advertising, marketing and sale of e-cigarettes, to youth (18 years or younger) and to prohibit the use of
