The WordMasters Challenge is an exercise in
critical thinking, which encourages students
to become thoroughly familiar with a set of
interesting new words that are considerably
harder than grade level. The exercise chal-

lenges them to use words to complete analo-
gies expressing various kinds of logical rela-
tionships. The reasoning ability developed
by students participating in the WordMasters
Challenge is like the aptitude measured for
high school juniors and seniors by the verbal
SAT exam.
